December 1 :Street Parking Ban:
Please be advised that the Sunnybrooke Condo Association follows the City of Dover Parking Ban.
December 1, thru April 1st,
The exception to the rules stated below:
1) We contract a Plow person that comes several times a day depending on the storm therefore you must always make sure your vehicles are never left on the street for any extended amount time NOT to be in his way.
2.) All Vehicles left on the Streets impeding the Snow Removal Process will be Towed at the Home Owners Expense
Your vehicles must be parked on your own property.
3.) Commercial Vehicles should never be parked on our Streets unless completing a service for our Homeowners.

(we have just come to an agreement with Profile Towing, Dover for this service)


Snow Removal Reminder:

Do not shovel snow into street. 
Everyone needs to make sure Fire Hydrants, Mail Boxes, Generator, Sewer Pump and Storm Drains are clear.
Doing so ourselves keeps our low maintenance fee low.  If the Officers have to hire these items cleared we will have no choice but to RAISE the Condo Fees and none of us wants that.  We only Budget the very bare bones of the operation now and we need savings for Road repair and the like, our systems are over twenty years old now! 

 FYI: Our contracted Snow Removal, Generator, and Sewer Pump is the same vendors as the past several years.  The Generator and Sewer Pump have recently been serviced.

Both the out going officers and the current officers could not find a vendor to do the Street Sweeping last Spring, for what was previously Budgeted, $700..  We have a few recommendations for next spring Vendors, but be advised that the Board of Directors, has advised that all owners maintain the curbside weeds and road growth in front of their homes to reduce the need for resealing the Road at this time for we do not have sufficient resources for this expensive project.

Have your property Surveyed before putting in fences and outbuildings and we strongly advise you obtaining the proper
permits from the City of Dover.  It is harder and more expensive to take it down after the fact.

The Stop Sign was knocked Down. (Thank you Brian for trying to fix it)  A piece of  Our Property Line Fence is missing.  People are speeding on our streets.  Walkers who do not live here leaving animal excrement.  Say something to them and or inform an Association Officer.
