Introductions to new owner, Mary Golomb
At 7:00 P.M. Janna brought the meeting to order.
Paul asked that voting be moved to the end of the meeting. 
BUDGET
There was discussion of the Eversource fee increase, possibly due to  the ongoing generator issue or a faulty meter.
Office supplies were mentioned, Paul said we had ordered new checks, hence the higher amount on the budget.
The budget was voted on and accepted by Jeff, seconded by Laurie and all owners lauded Paul for his continued good work with all the financials.

Fence at 7 Morgan Way
Janna related the original placement of said fence stating it had been approved over 30 years ago, she will be contacting Eversource to try and figure out how and if the deed lines might be redrawn to reflect usage of the common area land involved in this issue. Ron mentioned that the association has always paid the taxes on common areas. The general agreement is that the fence needs to be taken down, also that Paula should be approached about the property line and tax issue, Janna has said she would be willing to do that. Cindy also brought up the option of a survey of only that part of the land. Jeff asked what lawyer said to Janna and Belinda asked whether that part of the property is being utilized by the tenant, Janna said the lawyer is a friend of hers and only giving advice and that the tenants have a dog area on the part of the disputed property as well as 2 sheds that are there.
Volunteers
Projects
Mailboxes will need shoveling, the Linscotts are taking care of the sand for now.The following folks were thanked for their volunteer work:
Bruce has taken care of the remainder of the other fence from the front of the park. Bruce also asked about how light poles have been working.
Brian has cleared the drain at the cul de sac, Bruce also stated that the association would be wasting money filling in holes with dirt.
Janna has put together a booklet of areas needing attention and will be emailing it out to everyone when she has time. Janna asked about other areas of concern, Brian and Bruce are looking into getting locks for generator/pump area. Janna ended discussion with how if no one volunteers, we may be forced to pay for projects.
Paving
Janna has calls out to Road One and KC paving, they have not responded yet, she will keep trying to reach them. The association has agreed to use 100,000.00 toward paving costs, it was agreed that Sunnybrooke Drive is in bad shape and will need attention first, but that sealing Morgan way will also need to be done to prevent any further damage to the road, Brian said it has been 10 years since last being done. Laurie recommended telling pavers where flooding is happening and where storm water is running to prevent those areas from being a problem in the future, Jeff mentioned that the pooling at the cul de sac is being caused by the uneven roadway. Laurie also suggested a company might be able to recycle the asphalt during the project which might save the association money.

Plowing

Landtech has improved after a poor start and everyone seems happy with the service, so we will be keeping them on for the upcoming season. Jeff explained that they are charging mostly for salt treatment, Janna stated that the budget might need to be adjusted to allow for that reason. Jeff will be getting in touch with Landtech for a contract for next year.

Miscellaneous
Brian has brought up speeding and though there are signs everywhere, this continues to be a problem, we still have no solution, it was mentioned that is mostly delivery drivers bombing through the neighborhood. Janna mentioned the contact list and that if anyone needs any changes, they should let her know. The bonfire was suggested for late fall in the large common area.
Officers
 At Paul’s request, Jeff will be staying on for one more year as treasurer, with Bruce coming on to the board to assist him. Janna will stay on for one more year as president. Paul will remain bookkeeper, Belinda will stay on as secretary with Laurie starting to update the association website. Ron will be on the board as well. All positions are agreed upon at this time.
