Meeting called to order at 7:00pm
Morgan Way Paving- Paul San Soucie noted quote requests have been sent out to 5 pavers. One quote has been received noted an increase of $20K compared to prior quotes. We will continue to acquire quotes and will report back at the March meeting. 
Curb Cleaning/ Street Sweeping- Paul San Soucie- This needs to be done before paving would be done. It was noted in prior meetings and notices to have each resident clean up in front of their property, this has not been done. Reaching out to our current vendor who plows and will speak with environmentally safe alternatives. Ron Lavoie mentioned we should reach out to the city to see who they use and see if there could be a discount of some sort for our association. More to come in March. 
Plowing- Same vendor as last year. Please make ensure that vehicles are not parked on the roadways when snow is expected. This will allow the plow crew to do the job properly. If you choose to leave your vehicle on the road and it snow, please know it will be towed at your expense. 
Property Maintenance & upkeep –Paul San Soucie- There was a mention by board member to start a committee to review the issues and report back to the board. No volunteers came forward to start a committee. There are a few situations in the association that do need to be addressed. General letter to be sent out with links for those who may need assistance and may not be aware of the agencies on the Seacoast that offer them. Notice from the board will be sent by the Spring to those properties who need to address matters on their property.
Lightposts- Bruce Knowles has checked all the bulbs and put in new timers for ones that were needed. If you see one out, please let Therese San Soucie know.
Mailboxes- Paul SanSoucie is looking at the cost of replacing the mailboxes. They do not make the same type and the expense of those alone is $6-7K, plus the cost of the pad. Ron Lavoie noted to contact Dave from Central Falls to see who he was using. They should also be handicap accessible and that may be a federal law now.  Paul San Soucie mentioned that the empty lot 7 should be the new location for all mailboxes. Frank Crossman asked if they needed to be the same type of setup, or could they be individual boxes? Paul San Soucie will investigate all scenarios and report back at the March meeting.
Open Floor- 
Cindy Linscott- Mentioned that Fred Lavessuer who lives on Sunnybrooke is a contractor and builds houses. If anyone needs assistance to reach out to him. 
Bruce Knowles- Purchased new heaters and placed them in the pump house. It was mentioned we should look at Solar for the pumps, but Frank Crossman had investigated this, and we would not be able to use solar. 
Ron Lavoie- Leslie who lives at the end of Sunnybrooke will be moving back from China in the spring.
