There is no hunting on the land and Michelle brought up posting a “no hunting” sign. Michelle had an experience last year where someone was hunting on the land. 

Due to financing issues with the banks, a discussion around how the association is labeled as a condo association. There was a discussion about a condo vs. a co-op vs. HOA. Tom agreed to look into the differences. Frank Crossman will speak with the City of Dover about how the association is titled.
