Fr. Feller’s Corner 
In last weekend’s homily on John 6, I spoke about inviting others to Mass to love 

Jesus. We can go to love Jesus at Mass because Jesus is truly there. Of course, Jesus is pre-
sent in the Word of God proclaimed, the people gathered, in the person of the ordained 
priest. In addition, and most amazingly, Jesus is really, wholly, personally, and substantial-
ly present in the Holy Eucharist. I proposed five reasons to share with those on the fence to 
help them see Jesus present at  Mass.
