In Advent, we focus on three occasions of “coming to.” The word Advent comes from 

the Latin ad (to) – venio (come). First, we are preparing for the Christmas celebration of 

his first coming as a baby. Second, we are preparing for Christ’s Second Coming. Third, 

we are mindful that he comes to us in our daily lives through the Bible, prayer,           

sacraments and those we are called to love – especially the poor. How we receive Christ 

in these three scenarios depends a great deal on how we prepare.            

The commercial world skips the preparatory time of Advent and ‘starts’ Christmas 

even before Thanksgiving begins. This makes sense if purchases become the goal, and 

Jesus is scarce to be mentioned. For us Christians, Advent allows us time to take stock   

of our need for a Savior. During Advent, we can increase our desire for Christ by         

participating in Advent prayers, quieting our electronics, and spending time helping the 

hungry, lost, despairing, and sick. Advent allows us the time to join Mary in pondering 

how God is working in our lives.         

Here is a prayer to help you prepare: 

 O Wisdom of our God Most High, guiding creation with power and love: come to 

teach us the path of knowledge! O Leader of the House of Israel, giver of the Law to 

Moses on Sinai: come to rescue us with your mighty power! O Root of Jesse’s stem, 

sign of God’s love for all his people: come to save us without delay!                                              

 O Key of David, opening the gates of God’s eternal Kingdom: come and free the 

prisoners of darkness! O Radiant Dawn, splendor of eternal light, sun of justice: come 

and shine on those who dwell in darkness and in the shadow of death.                                  

 O King of all nations and keystone of the Church: come and save man, whom you 

formed from the dust! O Emmanuel, our King and Giver of Law: come to save us, 

Lord our God!
