Motion to acknowledge receipt of financial statements and pay the monthly bills for April was made by Kevin and seconded by Joe.  Roll Call: All yes.  
Public Speaks: 
None
Fiscal:

Patty said the basic audit will be April 25th and the cost is estimated to be $492.00.  
Patty contacted the Bolivar baseball league to sign the Ordinance council passed for use of the field this season. She was told they were concerned about the Army Corps work this season and also are one team short of last year so they declined use of the field.

The issue with Huntington Bank has been resolved.  The county auditor will insert a line on all checks with the “Village of Zoar”.  

David asked council to approve a not to exceed $300.00 purchase order for new flags.  He said we needed 25 of the 3x5 size and one 4x6.  The 4x6 is for the cemetery flagpole.  Kevin made the motion to allow and it was seconded by Gayle.  All were in favor.  Patty will order the flags. 

Street Committee: 
David requested a motion to allow a purchase order for $500 for alley gravel and $150 to gravel the cemetery road.  Kevin said he remains committed to $500.00 for gravel in the parking lot.  Hans made a motion that was seconded by Gayle to allow the expenditure.  All were in favor.
David will get the signs on order that were approved at the March council meeting and Scott will pick them up on his way to the Tree City event.  This will save the Village shipping costs. 
Safety Committee:
Scott was contacted by AEP.  They will be coming through the Village trimming trees back from around the power lines.  Kevin was concerned about the quality of their work saying they generally do not give attention to the appearance of the way they cut.  Scott will contact them and see if a village representative can tag along during the cutting and make sure they are aware that the Village cares about how the trimming is done.  
Kevin applauded all EMS, Police and Fire for the quick response to the accident on SR 212.

Scott talked with the Bolivar Police Chief about the contract Ergon trucks speeding through the Village.  Randy is shifting patrol times to try to alleviate the problem.  

Kevin had asked about the EMS ambulance speeding through the Village with no lights and sirens.  Scott talked with the Bolivar EMS and was told they were up to speed and was called off so they turned lights and sirens off before lowering speed.  Bolivar EMS said in the future, if they are called off, they will not turn off lights and sirens until there speed in within limit.  

Bolivar Police are now fully staffed with two patrol officers.  

Kevin briefed council on the construction beginning next week on his building.  He said he will make his best effort to not block any of 1st street with the lift and construction equipment.  David Hayes is in agreement with the contractor’s proposed stabilizing of the first street wall of the building.  
Planning Commission and Historic Preservation Commission:
HPC continues work on developing design guidelines for preservation.  They are modeling the guidelines implemented by the City of Barberton.

Mayor’s Notes:
Joe said he is working with Tammy from ZCA to find the best place to display the Honor and Recognition Resolution 2019-05.

Kevin asked if there was any documentation on where personalized bricks were placed during the sidewalk project and if bricks were still available.   Scott will check with Tracy to see if there is a way to find specific bricks and said bricks remain available.   Kevin said he has a lot of requests from visitors who purchased bricks.  

Annexation update.  Document reviewed by council at the March meeting has minor changes.  All properties in Cherry Hill are not part of the Homeowner’s Association so wording was changed to include Cherry Hill Lot Association and any deed restrictions.   Sandy Township collects a tax assessment for 2nd street and it was discussed and decided that they will keep this assessment and the Village will provide funding for its share.  This will be an agreement between Sandy Township and the Village.   In the next few weeks a letter will go out to property owners affected by the proposed annexation.   Comments received from the property owners will dictate whether the annexation is feasible.  If the property owners are in favor of moving the annexation forward, a meeting will be held for discussion with the homeowners followed by a meeting with the County Auditor’s office.  The County Commissioners’ approval is required.  Doug will attend all meetings and represent the Village in the annexation.  
Gas Tax Update:  With the approved increase in gas tax, the Village will see approximately $800.00 per month in revenue to the Street and State Highway Funds.   There was a discussion on the tremendous impact this will have on the budget for paving in the Village.  Scott said he was given information on a new contractor doing paving in the Bolivar area that has presented some very competitive bids.  Judy wanted extreme caution used when deciding on paving verses chip and seal.  She stated the chip and seal done last year does not meet past standards of the Village or the Township.  
USACE will hold a meeting in the Village on the 24th of April at 6PM.  There will be a “Section 408” person attending this meeting.  This section of the Corps regulations provides assistance for small environmental projects associated with larger projects.  The village would like to use this opportunity to determine the feasibility of constructing a new trail over the levee from the 1st St. parking lot to the Towpath. 

Scott presented two brochures offering inexpensive health care events.  One was from the Tuscarawas County Health Department partnering with Trinity Hospital Twin City for special lab work days.   The other was a Free Healthcare weekend sponsored by the Tuscarawas County Health Department, the Ohio Department of Health, and the Ohio National Guard.  This event will be held at the Buckeye Career Center.  Both will be posted in the Zoar Post Office.
The Village is enrolled for Mosquito spraying at no cost this season.

The trees on Cherry Hill and by the Wagon Shop have been inspected by the representatives from the USACE.  They told Scott the trees would be removed but did not give a date for completion.  Scott emphasized to them the safety concern of some of these trees. 

Maddie the student that shadowed Barb Limbacher at the March meeting told Barb she learned a lot and enjoyed the opportunity.  

Council scheduled the May 14th regular meeting to be held at the ZVFD due to Judy’s recovery from total knee replacement.  Patty will post the notice.
