The Births of John the Baptist and Jesus Foretold:

In the first chapter of Luke’s Gospel the story is related concerning the births of John the Baptist
and Jesus being foretold. According to Luke, an angel of the Lord came to the priest Zacharias
and his wife Elisabeth and told them that they would have a son in answer to their prayers. This
was to occur despite the fact that Zacharias and his wife were both very old, and Elisabeth was
barren. In the same chapter it is written that an angel of the Lord appeared to the virgin Mary and
told her that she would conceive a son, despite her having known no man. Mary was told that her
cousin Elisabeth had also conceived a son in her old age. When Mary asked how this could be,
the angel answered that with God nothing is impossible.

Through the use of the numerical value of Hebrew root words that are used in sentences which
are consistent with what is written in Luke, the truth of Scripture is confirmed. Attention will
first be directed to that which is written regarding the birth of John the Baptist being foretold.

But the angel said unto him, Fear not, Zacharias: for thy prayer is heard; and thy wife Elisabeth
shall bear thee a son, and thou shalt call his name John. And thou shalt have joy and gladness;
and many shall rejoice at his birth. For he shall be great in the sight of the Lord, and shall drink
neither wine nor strong drink; and he shall be filled with the Holy Ghost, even from his mother's
womb.
