APPROVAL OF 2025 MFT CHIP SEAL BID FROM EVERGREEN ROADWORKS, LLC FR $31,898.75:

Mayor Acklin reported that the estimate and bid both include fog seal. If we omit the fog seal it would save $9,300. Trustee Stine reported that the fog seal can extend the improvements to 3 years.

APPROVAL OF AMEREN ILLINOIS FEE TO UPGRADE TRANSFORMER (not to exceed $4,100):
Trustee Lewis made a motion to approve Ameren Illinois fee to upgrade the transformer not to exceed $4,100. Trustee Wright seconded the motion. Roll call vote:

Trustee Stine reported that he had talked to the Ameren supervisor about the poles not being adequate. There needs to be taller poles. Trustee Stine also advised Ameren not to turn on the power on because he inspected the pump station and noticed that there is a failing coupling in the 3in pipe. This will have to be fixed. Trustee Stine will contact Mr. Clements. Trustee Wright would like an email sent to Ameren requesting that it not be turned on yet so there is documentation. 
Trustee Stine also reported that there is not a lock on the panel box. He will contact Mr. Thompson about getting a lock.

Streets/alleys/sidewalks: Trustee Esposito will contact Trustee Wright with her suggestions on which sidewalks need to be repaired. 
Don Wauthier was present to let the village know that the safe routes to school grant are available again. He said that they increased the amount that they are giving out this year by seven million. He would like to know if the village would like him to apply for it again and if so, he will get a quote together. Trustee Stine and Stark requested a copy of the original application and will look into it. 

Health & Safety: Trustee Stark reported that he is sending out letters this week about mowing and weeds. He reported that the Wimmer fence looks nice but is across the alley. It will have to be moved. Mayor Acklin reported that the permit was signed, and he had a discussion with Theresa Wimmer. He said the village will pay to have it moved because the permit was signed off with it being across the alley. Ms. Wimmer suggested a gate, but Mayor Acklin thinks it needs to be moved. 
Trustee Stark reported that he had spoken with Mr. Hartke about his inoperable vehicles. He said he will register them. If he does not, we will have to turn it over to the attorney to fine him.

He said if the village does not have an ordinance, then it falls back to Il code. Attorney Miller said the village needs to figure out an engineering solution and make an ordinance. Clerk Bowman will look for an ordinance.
