Sideline Sports is requesting a Class B liquor license. The Village’s Liquor Ordinance only allows for two Class B licenses. The Board would have to change the ordinance to allow for three Class B licenses. 
George Woodard from Billy Bob’s was present. He feels that we have enough machines in Ogden. He is worried about losing money for the older established businesses. He had figures of why his business is down 10 % as a whole. Trustee Stine says the businesses use this gaming to pay for utilities. Trustee Stine had averages for the different businesses. He handed out a printout. Trustee Stine is against adding additional business, he wants to take care of the businesses we have.
