CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Acklin called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL OF AMENDING THE VILLAGE OF OGDEN LIQUOR ORDINANCE
Trustee Stark made a motion to approve amending the Village of Ogden Liquor Ordinance. Trustee Esposito seconded the motion. Roll call vote:

Three “ayes,” and two” nays,” motion carried.

Doug Dahl and Brad Robbins were present to discuss putting a gambling parlor in Doug’s Sideline Sports building. They would need the village to amend the liquor ordinance to allow for another B license. Doug Dahl gave a handout and went over what was in it. He said that the village at one point had twenty-nine machines when the Pink Pig and Mean Mugz were in business. They are only wanting to add four machines to their building. That would bring the village up to twenty-six. 
Doug Dahl said that it cost him around $440,000 to fix the building and it is costing him around $3,000 out of his own pocket a month to keep it open. This will help with the payment. 
Brad Robbins said that they do have another location picked out for their gaming parlor if Ogden will not amend their ordinance. He said they want to stay in this community. They like to help in the community also. Brad Robbins said that he does not believe that it will affect any of the other businesses in town. 
The amended ordinance will be on the August agenda for voting. 

MSA PRESENT TO DISCUSS WATER/SEWER PROJECT COSTS:
Greg Crow from MSA was present to discuss the water/sewer project loans. To apply for the water loan, it would cost $23,000. To apply for the sewer loan will also cost $23,000. This would be for preparing the reports for the application. To prepare the reports they will have to look at the conditions of the systems, what updates will need to be done and how much it will cost. They would also have to see how the Village’s funds would be impacted. The report would be good for five years. Mr. Crow said that it is likely that if the first application does not get accepted then sometime within five years one most likely will be accepted. 
There is a March 31st deadline. The Village will have to make a decision at the August meeting. 
Mr. Crow said if the village does not go forward with applying for the loans they should still put together a capital improvement plan together.

Mayor Acklin reported that the rate is based on the flow rate of the discharge.

Trustee Cooper reported that this amount would be for a docking station computer set up for Clerk Bowman and a desktop computer for the office. She said it would also cover switching to a cloud-based version of El Dorado. Currently the village has to manually back the computer up on jump drives. Trustee Stark agrees that the cloud-based version would be in the village’s best interest. 

APPROVE TO RENT BOOM MOWER (Not to exceed $3,300.00):

Mayor Acklin reported that the EPA requires that the weeds and trees be cut at the sewer plant. This cost is for a week. Mr. Thompsen said it would take a few days to complete this project. It would be cheaper to get it for a week instead of renting it by the day. He said he will also cut the weeds in the ditch on Broadway St. with it.

Greg Crow spoke with Mr. Thompsen and got information on the roads that need repaired. Mr. Crow will put the bid packet together. Mr. Thompsen had inquired about Fog Seal. That adds around $1 per square mile so would add 25 to 30% additional cost. Fog seal cuts down on dust and gets rid of the rock coming off the sides.

Trustee Lewis wanted to discuss going electronic at meetings but is not present. Trustee Esposito and Mayor Acklin prefer paper. Trustee Stark said it would be nice to have the option.
