The Royal Canadian Legion provides financial assistance to serving and former Canadian Armed Forces members, RCMP, and their families who are in financial distress. Grants are available for food, heating, clothing, prescription medication, medical appliances and equipment, essential home repairs and emergency shelter or assistance. Smaller comforts can also be provided to Veterans and surviving spouses who are hospitalized.  Assistance to a Veteran cannot be provided over an extended period but can be offered more than once.
Any Veteran or Veteran’s dependent in need of assistance is eligible to apply for financial aid from the Poppy Trust Fund, including:
-Any person who is serving or who has honourably served in the Canadian Armed Forces or the RCMP, as well as their dependents

-Merchant Navy personnel who have been awarded campaign stars or decorations, as well as their dependents

-Ex-service personnel of Commonwealth countries and their dependents who reside in Canada

-Ex-service personnel of allied countries and their dependents who reside in Canada

Application requirements

The application process includes:

-The completion of the Benevolent Fund Application

-Undergoing a financial means review

-Provide income as well as justification for claimed monthly expenses that are unusual or higher than average, if requested

-Additional information may be required, such as: specialized medical reports; supplier estimates, other possible sources of funding, etc.

Local Lions Clubs Donate to the Poppy Fund

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You know those red lawn poppies that popped up all around London in November? Well it was an initiative of the Lambeth Lions Club and then other area Lions Clubs joined in. They had over 22,500 of these poppies made and they sold out with requests for more. 
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They were to be distributed locally but I heard that some were sold in BC and Nova Scotia. Yes you read that right! From coast to coast of Canada! I have a couple of military/veteran friends in England and Australia and I personally sent 20 of the poppies between the 2 countries. So this turned into a far reaching event as well!
On December 15th I was privileged to be the photographer for the cheque presentations from the London and Area Lions Clubs to the Royal Canadian Legion Poppy Fund. The $42,400 was split equally with Byron, Victory, Lambeth and Vimy Branches. The $100,500.67 was donated to the London and Area Legion Poppy Fund. 
What an amazing effort put forth by everyone involved to support our veterans and their families. It is truly humbling to see what individuals within their community organizations can accomplish together!

The Royal Canadian Legion is supporting efforts to award a Canadian soldier the Canadian Victoria Cross. It is the country’s highest honour for bravery, valour, self-sacrifice and devotion to duty when in the presence of an enemy.
Private Jess Larochelle served in Afghanistan and performed selfless acts to save others during an attack by enemy forces in 2006. Media reports describe a badly wounded and bleeding soldier who returned to his post to prevent further casualties as enemy fighters gained ground. While severely injured he fired multiple M72 rockets, resulting in the enemy’s retreat and saving the rest of his section. Two members had already died.  “There is no doubt that Private Larochelle went above and beyond in excruciating circumstances to save his Comrades and serve our nation,” says Bruce Julian, Dominion President. “We ask that our military leaders review Private Larochelle’s actions with a view to honouring him with this award.”
The Legion joins a chorus of others requesting Pte. Larochelle be recognized for his extraordinary service with the Canadian Victoria Cross. He was previously awarded the Star of Military Valour, which is the second highest award for bravery.
The Victoria Cross was established in 1856 and has been awarded to over 80 Canadians. The Canadian Victoria Cross was established on 1 January 1993 and has not been awarded to any soldiers to date.
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Poppy Fund
Thank you to everyone who participated in the Poppy campaign and spent sometime at our locations.  Although they were limited we persevered and raised $58,347.72. An Additional thank you to the Lions Club and their long-stemmed lawn poppies.  They shared $10,600.00 with the Branch for the Poppy Fund. A tremendous thank you goes their way. 

Remember we care for our Veterans and we cannot thank them enough for the freedom we enjoy today.
