As we are in the middle of summer in South-
eastern Romania, we’d like to share some exciting updates, plans, and prayer requests. 

In April, we organized a fun Easter egg hunt for kids after our morning service. Many adults enjoyed sharing their mem-
ories of hunting for eggs at our church and how much it meant to them. 

May 1st is "Picnic Day," a National Holiday in Romania that celebrates the arrival of spring. This was the perfect time 
for us to have a church picnic at our home. We had 26 come and enjoy the food and fellowship.  

The Mother-Daughter Banquet was a success, with 14 in attendance. Some showed interest in visiting the church. 

Also, two ladies expressed interest in coming to the Ladies' Bible study, and is a golden opportunity to build relation-
ships and share the message of salvation in Christ alone. 

June 1st is Children’s Day in Romanian. Not only is it a national holiday and is cele-
brated big time. Thankfully we had some faithful children come to church even 
though they could have chosen to do something else.  

Brenda encouraged her Ladies' Bible Study group to read through the book of John 
in June. One visitor, a devoted Greek Orthodox, was curious about the Bible and she 
accepted and completed the the challenge, as did the majority of the ladies Please 
pray for several ladies who are not yet saved and need Christ. 

We recently said goodbye to one of our young single mothers, Roxana, and her two children. Not long after she left, we 
received a call from another mother about 250 miles away who was trying to escape an abusive relationship. Mihaela 
and her two children, ages 9 months & 2 years, arrived with us at the beginning of July and seem to be adjusting well. 
She hasn’t come to church yet, but she did come to the Ladies' Bible study last Thursday. Please remember in your 
prayers these two mothers and their children. 

We also need to renovate our other ministry apartment (750 sq. ft.), which has received a lot of wear and tear over the 
past 19 years. The estimated cost for the renovation is about $6,000. We currently have $900 to start the project. Any 
amount you can give would be greatly appreciated.   

On Sunday, July 20, we held our Summer Baptismal Service. I was honored to baptize a 
young lady in our church named Crina. She accepted Jesus when she was just 10 years 
old in Brenda's girls' Bible club. Since then, Crina has been a tremendous blessing and 
faithful testimony for the Lord.
