In Malachi chapter 3, God outlines His plan to prepare His children.

And the Lord, whom
you seek, will suddenly come to His temple; and the messenger of the covenant, in whom you
delight, behold, He is coming,” says the Lord of hosts. “But who can endure the day of His coming?
And who can stand when He appears? For He is like a refiner’s fire and like fullers’ soap. “He will sit
as a smelter and purifier of silver, and He will purify the sons of Levi and refine them like gold and
silver, so that they may present to the Lord offerings in righteousness

“Then, | will draw near to you for judgment; and | will be a swift witness against evildoers...

Jesus explained in His parable about the wheat and the tares in Matthew chapter 13 that the sons of
the Kingdom are represented by the wheat and the weeds are the sons of the enemy. He also
declared what would happen at the end of the Age.

The Son of Man will send out His angels, and they will weed out of His kingdom every cause of sin
and all who practice lawlessness.

Then the righteous will shine like the sun in the kingdom of their Father.

In Ephesians chapter 3, the Apostle Paul prays for believers. Although he uses different words, he
prays for the preparation of God's people.

He prayed;

For this reason | bow my knees before the Father, from whom every family in heaven and on earth
derives its name, that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened
with power through His Spirit in the inner man, so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through
faith; and that you, being rooted and grounded in love, may be able to comprehend with all the
saints what is the breadth and length and height and depth, and to know the love of Christ which
surpasses knowledge, that you may be filled up to all the fullness of God.

Now to Him who is able to do far more abundantly beyond all that we ask or think, according to the
power that works within us.

These scriptures seem to all show the idea of preparation and then execution and results.

Purify God's children, then judgment can come.

Eradicate evil from the world, then God's children are completely free to shine forth His light.

Give God's children a revelation of His love so that they can be filled up with all the fullness of God,
then He will do exceedingly abundantly beyond anything we could ask or think by His power that
works within us.

Look at Psalm 2.8 for a moment. It reads;

"Ask of Me, and | will surely give the nations as Your inheritance,

And the very ends of the earth as Your possession. ‘You shall break them with a rod of iron,

You shall shatter them like earthenware.””

This was the promise to Jesus that because of His incredible, supernatural sacrifice for all mankind,
all of the kingdoms of this earth would be His.

Jesus is no longer in this world. We are the body of Christ in this world, and He has given us the
power of attorney to continue to exercise His victory over the works of Satan and declare His
kingdom to every person on this planet.
