Have you ever considered the way you spend your money? What do you buy? When do
you buy? It is important to use your money wisely. Then, you will have enough for the things
you want. You can make smart decisions about your money. All it takes is some careful,
smart thinking.

One way to be smart with your money is to shop around before you buy. Visit more than one
store, check the prices at each store, and try not to be in a hurry to buy. You do not have to buy
at the first store you visit; another store might have what you want at a lower price. You can even
check online and compare prices.

Another way to be smart with your money is to wait for a sale. Many stores offer special
discounts. For example, suppose you want to buy a camera. Wait until a store has a sale. You
can save 20 percent, 30 percent, or more on the price of the camera by waiting for a sale. Some
stores also offer a discount if you buy more than one of an item. So, look for sales offering a
lower price per item if you buy two of that item. You could save money.

You can also use your money wisely by buying larger sizes of things. For instance, large bags
of dog food usually cost less per pound than small bags cost. A large pack of pens usually costs
less per pen than a small pack of pens. So, even though you may spend more on a large size,
you are really saving money per item.

You can learn to be smart with your money. It takes some practice, and it takes patience. You
cannot always have what you want right away. But if you are patient, you will save money. Then,
you will have more money to spend on what you want.
