2. MINUTES:-

3. MATTERS ARISING:-
A539 TRAFFIC ISSUES:-  After some discussion regarding various issues with Highways including the dangerous condition of many of the roads in the area, with potholes, and in some cases no original road surface; blocked gullies; survey of siting of speed awareness signs it was agreed that a separate meeting should be arranged with representatives of WCBC Highways Department and other Councillors. Vice Chairman J Smith and the Clerk are to draft an email with concerns.

UPDATE ON DOCTOR’S SURGERY:- Cllr B Weeks reported that following meetings between the Action Group and representatives of the Health Board, there is greater engagement and a willingness to go forward. There will be another meeting next week and a report is due mid January from the acting CEO.

The letter sets out that he will be the Internal Auditor until the Community Council sign to cancel the arrangement. A copy is to be emailed to Councillors for approval.
