MINUTES OF MEETING OF HANMER COMMUNITY COUNCIL
 HELD ON TUESDAY 16th March at 7.30PM VIA ZOOM 


PRESENT:- 
Cllrs B Weeks, J Jones, S Wyn-Jones, E Hanmer, Vice Chairman J Smith and the Clerk. Also present, County Cllr J McCusker. PCSO C Griffiths-Hughes joined at 7.40pm

1. APOLOGIES:- 
Were received from Chairman C Mapp, Cllrs S Colquhoun, Dr R Redman and D Edwards

2. MINUTES:- 
The Minutes of the previous meeting of 5th January 2021 having been circulated were confirmed as a correct record to be signed when Covid-19 restrictions are lifted.

3. MATTERS ARISING AND 4.WCBC UPDATE:-
WCBC Highway Matters:-  Cllr J McCusker was invited to address the meeting to update the Community Council  on the highway issues raised in previous meetings:
Lack of response from WCBC to emails - Cllr McCusker is to organise a Zoom meeting with representatives of Highways to answer specific queries.
Gully Cleaning and road sweeping - two vehicles are now working in tandem throughout the borough to empty gullies, this work has already started in Hanmer. Priority has been given to those areas affected by the recent floods namely Bangor on Dee. A full report is to be issued into the work done and a schedule of work to be carried out is to be issued by the end of April 2021.
Cllr B Weeks requested that a letter of thanks should be written by the Community Council once the work has been completed in Horsemans Green.
Condition of roads - potholes etc - Spending on roads has not increased in the last 14 years, however, Overton Ward has had a higher percentage spent on roads than other wards
LDP - The LDP for 2013 - 2028 is due to be approved and signed off next month. The delay has been due to the need for extra work to the Gypsy and Traveller site selection process. Hanmer has now been completely written out of the LDP, along with Llay. Brymbo is now the only site selected for a Gypsy and Traveller site in the current LDP.
Speed signs - Cllr McCusker is to ask a representative of Wrexham Council responsible for the siting of signs to attend the Zoom meeting on Highway matters
Council Tax - Council tax is to increase by 7%
Roadside Bins - Currently the vehicle emptying the bins is off the road so collections have been delayed
Enforcement Officers - Two more enforcement officers have been recruited, one for litter, one for dog fouling and fines have already been handed out.
Having given his report, Cllr McCusker was thanked by Vice Chairman J Smith and left the meeting at 8pm.
Councillor Vacancy - Two names have been forwarded - Mr P Pinnington - Hanmer and Mr M Faulkner - Horsemans Green.
Voting took place and Mr P Pinnington was elected by a unanimous vote



5. PLANNING:
P/2021/0125 - External seating area at St Chad’s School Hanmer 
The Community Council unanimously supported this application


P/2021/0234 - Application for up to 4 dwellings at Glebe House Farm, Horsemans Green
Following discussion and objections received from several residents affected by the proposed planning, the Community Council object on the following points:
Restricted access and poor visibility 
Increased traffic and heavy construction vehicle damage
Susceptibility to flooding
Increased sewerage on already overloaded system
Increased risk of subsidence to neighbouring properties

6. ACCOUNTS:-
Zurich Insurance - premium of £257.60, no change from 2020 - approved subject to distribution of policy documents to Councillors.
Review of spending and budgets - The Clerk reported that the Current account balance stands at £3754.30, the Reserve account at £3739.70. There being no change to expected expenditure up to year end.

7. POLICE MATTERS:-
PCSO Catherine Griffiths-Hughes addressed the Council to report that there was no reported crime in Hanmer and Horsemans Green. There had been some petty damage at the flower shop.
PCSOs are to carry on patrolling and the community was urged to report incidents to the Police rather than share on social media.
PCSO Griffiths-Hughes also would like to make people aware of telephone scams; there is an Amazon Prime scam going around at the moment and the alerts should be sent out to people not on social media.
Following recent shed break-ins in Overton, people should be made aware to keep sheds and outbuildings locked.
Speed checks have been carried out, the fastest speed was recorded at 23mph, further speed monitoring to be ongoing
It was discussed that perhaps speed monitoring for vehicles exiting the village rather than entering might be useful 

The Vice Chairman thanked PCSO Griffiths-Hughes for her attendance and she left the meeting at 8.30pm

Cllr J Jones suggested the provision of litter and dog waste bins around Horsemans Green, and maybe to put notices up from the Council regarding dog fouling. It has been noticed that with more people dog walking due to stay at home rules, there has been an increase in dog fouling.

Cllr B Weeks informed the meeting of a potential community provision of fibre optic broadband, whereby it may be more cost effective to bring it into the community if several properties were willing to share the cost of installation and investigations into this are ongoing
