PRESENT:-

Cllr E Hanmer Chaired the meeting in the absence of Vice Chair J Smith

1. APOLOGIES:- 
Were received and accepted from Vice Chairman J Smith, Cllrs Dr R Redman, S Wyn-Jones, B Weeks

2. MINUTES:- 
The Minutes of the previous meeting of 18th January 2022 having been circulated were confirmed as a correct record to be signed at the next physical meeting by the Chair/Vice Chair.

3. MATTERS ARISING:-
Speeding Signs:-  The latest revision (No.4) to the order was proposed by Cllr S Colquhoun and seconded by Cllr J Jones that the order be signed and submitted, this was unanimously agreed.
Road issues - Horseman’s Green footpath and Brook Lane  - Gareth Matthews has been asked for feedback for the above issues, but is out of office until Monday 21st March, Clerk to keep chasing for feedback.
PCSO D Sawyer was not able to attend the meeting, but sent an update by email.

Queen’s Platinum Jubilee:- The Clerk has obtained 2 quotes for Commemorative mugs, a sample is to be obtained for further discussion, before an order is placed. Clerks and Councils were the preferred supplier choice, due to the mugs being manufactured by a UK company. 
Cllr E Hanmer also informed the Community Council about the Beacon celebrations planned for the jubilee.
LDP Update:- Cllr J MCCusker was not able to attend the meeting, but emailed the following:
“The 2013-2028 Local Development Plan has not been signed off yet as a phosphate report is now required with all applications either local or Welsh Government. If all goes to plan will be signed off later this year to 2028....so effectively a six year plan. Hanmer still removed as potential traveller site.”

Election of Chair:- This was postponed until the next meeting, which will be after the elections.

Local Elections Thursday 5th May 2022: - The Community council was reminded that the elections are due and that nomination papers must be submitted. The Clerk is to attend a meeting on Thursday 17th March to find more information on the process.

Renewal of Service agreement for Street Lights:- It was proposed by Cllr P Pinnington and seconded by Cllr L Cooper that the Service Level Agreement for street lights as submitted by WCBC be renewed for 2022/2023, this was unanimously agreed.


4. PLANNING:
P/2022/0221- Conversion of barn to dwelling and creation of new access track, Halghton New Mill was considered and no objections were raised.

5. ACCOUNTS:-
The following accounts were approved
Zurich Insurance - premium of £257.60, no change from 2021 - approved subject to distribution of policy documents to Councillors.
WCBC - Quarterly Maintenance Street Lights - £38.50
Hire of Horseman’s Green Community Hall - £10


6. CORRESPONDENCE:-

Correspondence has been emailed prior to the meeting. There has been nothing the Community Council needs to action


7. ANY OTHER BUSINESS:-

Cllr P Pinnington has been approached by a member of the public with concerns over the speed of traffic entering the village from the top of the road down Striga Lane, and was it possible to extend the 20mph further out of the village as far as New Road? The Clerk to contact WCBC to look into it.

There was further discussion on this topic and it was felt that with no enforcement and therefore no deterrent, any speed limit was not likely to be adhered to. The Clerk is to ask PCSO D Sawyer for his presence at School Run times with the effect of observing the speeds, to then request the Go Safety camera to be present, even as a one off as it was felt that just the threat of being there would deter speeding vehicles.

Cllr J Jones (and Cllr S Wyn-Jones by email) asked if anything can be done to deter vehicles driving over the grass triangle in Horseman’s Green. The Clerk is to ask WCBC if permission is needed to put white posts or something similar to help protect the verges.
