MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF HANMER COMMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY 17th MAY 2022 AT GLENDOWER PLACE, HANMER

A minute’s silence was held prior to the start of the meeting to remember the late Councillors         C Mapp and D Edwards.

PRESENT: - Cllrs J Smith, S Colquhoun, J Jones, P Pinnington, E Hanmer,and the Clerk Mrs C Roberts, also present, A Anson, G Churton, L Cooper, S Wyn Jones, being candidates for co option, and New Ward Councillor Jeremy Newton.

1. APOLOGIES: - Cllr B Weeks

2. ELECTION OF OFFICERS:-
Chairman:-  Cllr J Smith was proposed by Cllr J Jones and seconded by Cllr E Hanmer. There being no other nominations, Cllr J Smith was unanimously elected as Chairman for the ensuing year.

Vice-Chairman.:- Cllr E Hanmer was proposed by Cllr S Colquhoun and seconded by Chairman J Smith. There being no other nominations, Cllr E Hanmer  was unanimously elected as Vice-Chairman for the ensuing year.

Treasurer: - The Clerk Mrs C Roberts was proposed by Chairman J Smith and seconded by Cllr J Jones. There being no other nominations, Mrs C Roberts was unanimously elected for the ensuing year.

Internal Auditors. – It was agreed that Mr Jake Gurr continue as Internal Auditor until further notice as per agreement in 2021

3. BANKING ARRANGEMENTS: - It was proposed by Chairman J Smith and seconded by Cllr J Jones to keep the banking arrangements the same as the previous year, which was that 2 signatures be required for cheques and transfers. The Clerk has now set up Vice Chairman E Hanmer as a signatory on the account. The signatories currently being the Chairman, Vice Chairman and The Clerk/Treasurer. This was unanimously agreed by the Community Council.

4. MINUTES: - The minutes of the AGM 17th June 2021 having been circulated were confirmed as a correct record and signed by Chairman J Smith. The minutes of the meeting of 15th March 2022 were confirmed as a correct record and signed by Chairman J Smith.

MATTERS ARISING:-
Queens Jubilee:-
Commemorative Mugs have been purchased by the Hanmer Family and will be distributed to Hanmer Schoolchildren at their Jubilee celebrations on 26th May.
There is a Beef and Bonfire celebration at Hanmer on Thursday 2nd June and a celebration party/picnic at Horsemans Green Community Rooms on Sunday 5th June.
County Cllr J Newton has a House of Commons Bottle of Wine available for Auctions at one of the  events.
Highway Matters: - 
Street Lights Beech Close - It has become necessary to upgrade one of the street lights at Beech Close to LED in order to shade the spill of light (the old style lanterns are not suitable to fit a shield). WCBC has quoted £186 plus vat to upgrade, and it was proposed that all the lights be upgraded to LED at the same time for the same unit cost. It was unanimously agreed to approach WCBC to upgrade all the street lights on Beech Close, and to advise Scottish Power of the change in lighting.
Speed Signs:- The post for the speed sign has not yet been installed, County Cllr J Newton is to approach Highways for an installation date.
Horseman’s Green Pavements:- The mossy pavements have not yet been cleared and it was discussed that the local community could clear the pathway themselves.
Brook Lane Flooding:- This now seems to have been resolved as there is no flooding currently, but will be monitored.
Road Markings Hanmer and Horseman’s Green:- WCBC have confirmed that the marking for Horseman’s Green is to be done, but there is no date as yet.
LDP Update:- Chairman J Smith updated the Council for an update and information will be published on the Website shortly.

County Councillor J Newton has agreed to liaise with Highways on the above outstanding issues and report back.

5. ACCOUNTS: - The Clerk’s action in settling the following accounts is approved.
 Audit Wales - £245.00
The Clerk requested more time to submit the Annual Audit to the Internal Auditor. Hanmer is to have a full Audit this year and the clerk is waiting for more information from Audit Wales. It was unanimously agreed to call an extraordinary meeting in June (date to be confirmed), in order to sign off the Audit after it has been checked by the Internal Auditor.
The Clerk reported that as at 11th May 2022 the Current Account balance stands at £11208.75 and the Business Reserve balance stands at £3740.38. It was agreed that any transfer to reserve be made after the purchase of the Speed Sign.
The Clerk also reported that Financial Regulations need to be formally adopted by the Council and this was agreed to be done at the June meeting.

County Cllr J Newton was invited to speak at this point to introduce himself and he was requested to keep us up to date with any matters concerning our area. His contact details to be forwarded to Councillors.
