MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HANMER COMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON 
TUESDAY 19th  JULY 2022 VIA THE ZOOM PLATFORM

1. APOLOGIES
Were received and accepted from Cllrs B Weeks, S Colquhoun and Dr Redman

2. MINUTES
The minutes of the previous meetings of 17th May and 14th June having been previously circulated were confirmed as a correct record to be signed at the next physical meeting.

3. OPEN FORUM
Public Questions
There were no members of the public attending. 

PCSO Dean Sawyer reported that there were no issues currently. He has contacted Go Safe, and has a meeting with them in the next few weeks to ask for more locations for them to attend.
Cllr L Cooper reported an increase in visitors to the Mere due to the hot weather with resulting unsafe parking, consequently there are fears for pedestrians crossing the road. PCSO D Sawyer is to attend over the weekend to assess the situation and report back.
PCSO D Sawyer then left the meeting at 7.40pm.
Ward Councillor Jeremy Newton reported that potholes continue to be addressed and that Hanmer and Bronington are having £10,000 worth of tarmac every week to work through the problems. Pigeon Lane is currently being re-surfaced.
The chevrons for the bends in Horsemans Green are expected in the next 2 weeks. 
4. MATTERS ARISING
Highway Matters: - 
Street Lights Beech Close - update requested from WCBC - the work is to be scheduled and the CC will be advised when the date is known.
Speed Sign - Meeting re-scheduled for Monday 25th July 1pm. Ward Councillor J Newton is to liaise with WCBC to try and resolve the positioning issue.
Horsemans Green Pavements - local residents are to attend to this matter and is now resolved.
Brook Lane Flooding - currently not a problem due to the heatwave and dry conditions.
Road Markings Hanmer and Horsemans Green - no update as yet, the work is to be done, but no date so far.
Hanmer speed limit change - Chairman J Smith pointed out that the 20/30mph boundaries should be put forward by the CC rather than a mandatory change by Welsh Government. Ward Cllr J Newton is to find out if this can be done.




LDP Update:-
A large number of comments have been received during the Matters Arising Changes Consultation. A considerable portion of these relate to Policy H4 Gypsy ad Traveller Sites; specific concerns have been voiced over the inconsistenicies between MAC41 aND IMAc. Ward Cllr J Newton has agreed to provide an update on the LDP timeline.
Police Matters:- Email update from PCSO Dean Sawyer dated 08/07/22 and as earlier in the meeting, there are currently no issues.
