1. APOLOGIES
No apologies were received

2. MINUTES
The minutes of the previous meeting of 19th July 2022 having been previously circulated were confirmed as a correct record and signed by Chairman J Smith. All outstanding unsigned minutes from remote meetings were also signed.

3. OPEN FORUM
Public Questions - Concerns have been raised regarding speeding traffic and dangerous parking along the roads approaching the mere during the recent warm weather. There was a discussion regarding the options for dealing with the two issues:
Speeding - the new speed sign has been up and running for a few days and Chairman J Smith has downloaded data collected so far. The report was distributed and options for targeted attendance of the Go Safe Camera and patrols were discussed. It was suggested that the Head Teacher of St Chad’s School request that speed awareness is included in the school newsletter to parents.
Dangerous Parking - Currently there is very little enforcement or deterrent for inconsiderate/dangerous parking. There have been patrols and members of the public have been requested to move on by Councillors. It was suggested that the problem only occurs during the very hot weather, and to allow everyone the quiet enjoyment of such a beautiful space, there should be a considered approach to the matter. The Clerk is to ask the local Rural Police for advice.

4. MATTERS ARISING
Ward Councillor Update:-
Ward Cllr J Newton advised that potholes along Moss Lane, Halghton and Horseman’s Green are all scheduled to be done in the next few weeks.
The gullies along the A525 and A495 are scheduled to be done before winter.
He advised that he be informed directly by The Clerk or Councillors if there are any highway matters causing concern.
The problem of the blocked gullies along the road between the florist shop and the brow of the hill was brought up and Ward Cllr J Newton is to investigate. He will also look into obtaining a schedule of gully emptying from WCBC for the Community Council’s information. Also, there was a reminder that he look at the LDP for any updates as they are not available online.
The problem of vehicle accidents at the top of Cumbers Bank and the possibility of double white lines along the A525 at the site of the recent fatal accident was discussed; further information is to be given to Ward Cllr J Newton.  He was also asked to pass on the CC’s special thanks to the two bin emptiers who do such a great job in the village 
Highway Matters: - 
Street Lights Beech Close and Glendower Place - LED lamps have now been installed and feedback from residents is positive
Speed Sign - This is now installed and initial reports show that it is slowing some vehicles down but not all. Chairman Joe Smith will monitor the data collected.
LDP Update:- No new update
Police Matters:- PCSO Dean Sawyer has sent in the recent monthly report and no issues have been raised.
