MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HANMER COMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON
TUESDAY 21ST MARCH 2023 AT 7.30PM AT GLENDOWER PLACE
PRESENT:-
Cllrs S Colquhoun, B Weeks, S Wyn-Jones, L Cooper, P Pinnington, Chairman J Smith, Vice Chairman Lady E Hanmer and the Clerk. A member of the public was also present.

1. APOLOGIES
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr J Jones.

2. MINUTES
The minutes of the previous meeting of 17th January 2023 having been previously circulated were confirmed as a correct record and will be signed at the next meeting. 

3. OPEN FORUM
- Open water swimmers at the mere have been identified as causing a noise nuisance, particularly on a Sunday morning, after some discussion, it was agreed that a polite verbal reminder and a message on the open water swimmers group website would be the way forward.
- Speeding in the vicinity of the school was raised as a concern; the Clerk is to email PCSO Dean Sawyer and advise him of the ongoing problem and to advise that the speed sign continues to record 95% of vehicles breaking the 20MPH speed limit. The Headmistress of the school is to be approached to remind parents of the speed limit in the weekly school newsletter.
- A query regarding the protocol for dead swans was raised as there has been one at the Mere, it was discussed and agreed if the death was a result of natural causes or a predator, then the death does not have to be reported.
- Cleaning of place name signs  was put forward, it was suggested that as part of the Coronation volunteering initiative they could be cleaned; further discussion to take place.

4. MATTERS ARISING
Ward Councillor Update:- Ward Councillor J Newton reported by email that the LDP goes to executive board on 18th April and Council on 19th April. Pothole repairs are ongoing.
The Clerk is to extend the Community Council’s thanks for his prompt and efficient service.
Police Matters: - PCSO Dean Sawyer has emailed the recent monthly report and no issues have been raised. The issue of dangerous overtaking on the double white lines on the A525 approaching the Horseman’s Green junction was raised by Councillors, the Clerk is to alert PCSO Dean Sawyer.
Highway Matters:- Chairman J Smith reported that speeding continues to occur with figures obtained from the speed sign showing that 95% of vehicles are over the speed limit, the Clerk is to chase the schedule of the GO SAFE attendance.
Most of the problem ditches identified during the last meeting have now been cleaned out.
