MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HANMER COMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON
TUESDAY 18th  JULY 2023 AT 7.30PM AT GLENDOWER PLACE

PRESENT:-

1. APOLOGIES
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr J Jones and Vice Chairman E Hanmer

2. MINUTES
The minutes of the previous meeting of 16th May 2023 having been previously circulated were confirmed as a correct record and were signed by Chairman J Smith.

3. POLICE UPDATE
PCSO D Sawyer discussed the previously circulated crime figures, 1 incident has been reported, but no Anti Social Behaviour incidents.
The Go Safe Camera has been authorised to attend in Hanmer, but no date has yet been scheduled.
PCSO D Sawyer will attend with the speed gun from time to time.
Parking behaviour by the Mere was discussed; it was advised to take registration numbers of any offending vehicles and email with any issues. PCSO D Sawyer will patrol during hot weather as this seems to be the time when most issues take place.
There being no further questions, PCSO D Sawyer then left the meeting.

4 .OPEN FORUM
Overgrown grass verges and hedges were discussed - WCBC prioritise any verges that are causing a hazard at junctions and will be mown, but there is low priority and lack of funding for general mowing.
Overgrown hedges are the responsibility of the land owner, Ward Councillor J Newton will investigate any that are deemed/reported to be hazardous.

5. MATTERS ARISING
Ward Councillor Update: -
Following a meeting with WCBC Head of Highways, it was reported that new signage would be installed at accident black spots, speed repeater signs to be installed and any other signage to be repaired/replaced along the A525. Footways are to be scraped. Gullies are all emptied.
Highway Matters: - 
· Speeding data - still showing that 93% of vehicles are over the 20mph limit
· Traffic calming measures Hanmer - various options were discussed
· Fly tipping Horseman’s Green - An incidence of fly-tipping of 10/11 bags of rubbish was reported through the WCBC website, the job went off the reporting site but the bags were not collected. After being chased up by Chairman J Smith, all but one of the bags was collected and this one was ripped open with rubbish spilling out, a member of the public then tidied the site up and took the rubbish home. Ward Councillor J Newton is to raise the issue of the jobs being taken off the system with WCBC.
· 20mph Zoom meeting update - 30mph limit will be reduced to 20mph on all qualifying roads on 17th September 2023.
LDP Update:- This is now with the Senedd in Cardiff, it is highly unlikely the G&T site in Hanmer will be included.
