4. MATTERS ARISING
Ward Councillor Update 
Ward Councillor Jeremy Newton was unable to attend, but sent the following update:
A ward inspection was held with the new Lead Member for the Environment  and the Officer in charge of highways repairs, and the Ward is now top of the list for repairs.
A525 Horseman’s Green junction - signs have been straightened, the painted signs on the carriageway are to be done early in the new financial year, the splays at the junction are not yet on the list to be altered, but he will keep us informed of any updates.
Footways in Horseman’s Green have been attended to as well as some of the potholes with more to be completed in the coming week.

Cllr Dr Redman was unable to attend, but sent an email asking the following to be minuted: -  how quickly the potholes at the entrance to the Surgery car park were filled in once it was proved that the land was the WCBC’s responsibility and that he is grateful for their prompt action. He has already passed on his thanks via Ward Councillor J Newton to Wes at WCBC .
It was agreed by all Councillors that Jeremy’s work is very much appreciated.

Highway Matters: - 
Big potholes still on the lane by Boundary House - Jeremy is aware there are outstanding issues.
Repeat offenders parking on the School zig-zag lines - the Clerk is to ask the Head Teacher to send a reminder of the parking rules via the School newsletter to parents.
Residents have complained about a taxi driver from a Wrexham company regarding his driving, the Clerk is to contact Ward Councillor J Newton and PCSO Dean Sawyer to escalate the complaint.


Hanmer Surgery:- Further meetings have taken place, an objection argument has gone in and there is cautious optimism that something will happen in the near future.
Police Matters:- PCSO Dean Sawyer has previously circulated the figures, no action required.
