MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF HANMER COMMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY 14th MAY 2024 AT GLENDOWER PLACE, HANMER

PRESENT: - Cllrs J Smith, B Weeks, S Colquhoun, J Jones, P Pinnington, L Cooper, S Wyn-Jones, Ward Councillor J Newton, the Clerk C Roberts and 4 members of the public.

1. APOLOGIES: -
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr E Hanmer and Dr K Redman

2. ELECTION OF OFFICERS:-
Chairman:-  Cllr J Smith was proposed by Cllr P Pinnington and seconded by Cllr B Weeks. There being no other nominations, Cllr J Smith was unanimously elected as Chairman for the ensuing year.

Vice Chairman.:- Cllr E Hanmer was proposed by Cllr S Colquhoun and seconded by Chairman J Smith. There being no other nominations, Cllr E Hanmer was unanimously elected as Vice Chairman for the ensuing year.

Treasurer: - The Clerk Mrs C Roberts was proposed by Chairman J Smith and seconded by Cllr B Weeks. There being no other nominations, Mrs C Roberts was unanimously elected for the ensuing year.

Internal Auditors. – Mr Jake Gurr was proposed by Chairman J Smith and seconded by Cllr L Cooper, and was unanimously agreed.

3. BANKING ARRANGEMENTS: - It was proposed by Chairman J Smith  and seconded by Cllr J Jones to keep the banking arrangements the same as the previous year, which was that 2 signatures be required for cheques and transfers. The signatories currently being the Chairman, Vice Chairman and The Clerk/Treasurer. This was unanimously agreed by the Community Council.

4. STANDING ORDERS AND FINANCIAL REGUATIONS
(i) It was proposed by Cllr L Cooper and seconded by B Weeks to agree to adopt the Standing Orders and Financial Regulations applicable to the 2024/2025 financial year.
(ii) It was unanimously confirmed that the accounting statements and Annual Governance statement was approved. This was then signed by Chairman J Smith. 

5. MINUTES: - The minutes of the previous meeting of 19th March 2024 having been circulated were confirmed as a correct record and signed by Chairman J Smith.

6. OPEN FORUM
A member of the public informed the Community Council that the lettering on the Hanmer War Memorial was becoming illegible. It was proposed by Chairman J Smith and seconded by Cllr S Colquhoun that the Community Council accept responsibility for it’s upkeep and will contact suitable experts to assess the work required.
A member of the public expressed ongoing concerns that traffic is still speeding through the village. Chairman J Smith discussed the data from the speed sign reporting that 93% of vehicles are above the 20mph limit. It was agreed to pass on the resident’s concerns to North Wales Police. 
A member of the public expressed concerns over the anti social behaviour occurring on the road outside the Hanmer Arms; concern was also expressed over the danger to customers on the road together with the speeding traffic. 
Ward Councillor J Newton offered to contact the Licensing Authority to help with enforcement of conditions. It was also stated that the local PCSO has not been seen recently and maybe his presence during licensing hours would assist in alleviating the problems. It was agreed to pass on the resident’s concerns to the local PCSO.

7. MATTERS ARISING:-
Ward Cllr update;- Speeding and highway issues having already been discussed, Cllr J Newton reported that the ARAF/SLOW signs are to be painted near the junction of the A525 and Horsemans Green, although the work on the splays will not be done. The junction will get an overlay to cover the potholes at that junction. Vice Chairman J Smith asked for an update on costings for no overtaking/slow signs for the A525 junction. 
The surface of Llyn Bedr Lane is to be overlaid, Brook Lane will also be done, weather and surface water permitting. Pothole filling is still ongoing. Cllr J Newton advised that more work is being done in this Community than anywhere else in the Borough. Cllr B Weeks thanked the Ward Councillor for all that he does and this was supported by the rest of the Community Council.
Simon Baynes MP will be holding a Surgery at the Hanmer Arms on Friday 14th June between 12pm and 1pm and the community is encouraged to attend. 
Ward Cllr J Newton left at 8.05pm.
Highway Matters:- No additional concerns were raised beyond those that have been previously addressed
Police Matters:- PCSO Dean Sawyer has previously emailed the monthly report. 
Horseman’s Green Community Group:- A letter of support for grant application for a new Community Hall was requested. Cllr B Weeks declared a conflict of interest and took no further part in discussions. It was proposed by Vice Chairman J Smith and seconded by Cllr J Jones and unanimously agreed that a letter highlighting the benefits to the local community should be forwarded from the Community Council
