MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF HANMER COMMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY 16th MAY 2023 AT GLENDOWER PLACE, HANMER

PRESENT: - Cllrs J Smith, S Colquhoun, J Jones, P Pinnington, E Hanmer, L Cooper, Dr Redman  Wyn-Jones, Ward Councillor J Newton, the Clerk C Roberts and 2 members of the public.

1. APOLOGIES: -
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr B Weeks

2. ELECTION OF OFFICERS:-
Chairman:-  Cllr J Smith was proposed by Cllr E Hanmer and seconded by Cllr S Colquhoun. There being no other nominations, Cllr J Smith was unanimously elected as Chairman for the ensuing year.

Vice Chairman.:- Cllr E Hanmer was proposed by Cllr S Colquhoun and seconded by Cllr J Jones. There being no other nominations, Cllr E Hanmer was unanimously elected as Vice Chairman for the ensuing year.

Treasurer: - The Clerk Mrs C Roberts was proposed by Chairman J Smith and seconded by Vice Chairman E Hanmer. There being no other nominations, Mrs C Roberts was unanimously elected for the ensuing year.

Internal Auditors. – Mr Jake Gurr was proposed by Cllr J Jones and seconded by Vice Chairman E Hanmer, this was unanimously agreed.

3. BANKING ARRANGEMENTS: - It was proposed by Cllr S Colquhoun  and seconded by Cllr L Cooper to keep the banking arrangements the same as the previous year, which was that 2 signatures be required for cheques and transfers. The signatories currently being the Chairman, Vice Chairman and The Clerk/Treasurer. This was unanimously agreed by the Community Council.

4. MINUTES: - The minutes of the previous meeting of 21st March 2023 having been circulated were confirmed as a correct record and signed by Chairman J Smith. The minutes of the meeting of 17th January 2023 were confirmed as a correct record and signed by Chairman J Smith.

5. OPEN FORUM
A member of the public requested information on the frequency of the GO SAFE van and expressed concerns that traffic is still speeding through the village. Chairman J Smith discussed the data from the speed sign reporting that 93% of vehicles are above the 20mph limit. Various options of speed control were discussed. Ward Cllr J Newton is to check with WCBC highways how effective different speed controls are, and what constraints are likely to be applicable in our area.
Ward Councillor J Newton reported that National Speed Limits in Wales are expected to be reduced by 10mph, decision pending.
An email from a member of the public was read out regarding issues with street signs, cutting of grass verges, any plans for installing a speed sign at the other end of the village and speed camera attendance. Ward Cllr J Newton reported that there is no funding to get verges mown except at certain junctions for safety reasons. Road signs in the Wrexham Borough are to be cleaned/replaced /repaired. 
 



6. MATTERS ARISING:-
Ward Cllr update;- Speeding and highway issues having already been discussed, Cllr J Newton reported that footpaths along main roads were to be cleaned, he is to look into who is responsible for the maintenance of the footpath in Hanmer.
Issues regarding ditches along Llyn Bedydd Lane, speeding along the New Road and parking along Striga Lane were discussed. Ward Cllr J Newton is to liaise with North Wales Police regarding enforcement of speed limits and parking.
LDP Update:- This has not been passed by WCBC, although it has been passed by the Inspectors, it is now likely to be approved by Cardiff.
Ward Cllr J Newton left at 8.20pm.
Highway Matters:- Speeding/overtaking on A525 Horseman’s Green area - it was discussed that the proposed reduction in the speed limit may reduce this problem
		        Speeding Hanmer - after further discussion it was proposed that the company details of speeding vehicles be taken where possible and forwarded to the Clerk and a complaint be submitted. 
		        Hanmer Bus Shelter - Ward Cllr J Newton is to be approached for an update.
Police Matters:- PCSO Dean Sawyer has previously emailed the monthly report. It was discussed that although there had been attendance by the PCSO following issues the Council had brought to his attention, there was no enforcement of anyone found to be breaking the rules. Ward Cllr J Newton’s conversation with the Police may bring some answers.
