MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HANMER COMMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY 19th NOVEMBER 2024 AT 7.30PM AT GLENDOWER PLACE 
 
PRESENT:- 
Cllrs S Colquhoun, Dr K Redman, S Wyn-Jones, P Pinnington, J Jones, B Weeks, Chairman J Smith and the Clerk. 
 
1. APOLOGIES 
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllrs L Cooper, Vice Chairman E Hanmer 
 
2. MINUTES 
The minutes of the previous meeting of 17th September 2024 having been previously circulated were confirmed as a correct record and were signed by Chairman J Smith. 
 
3 .OPEN FORUM 
No members of the public were present. 
 
4. MATTERS ARISING 
Ward Councillor Update:-
Ward Councillor J Newton was unable to attend but has previously kept the Community updated on several issues. The Community Council would like to record their thanks for the quick response to the request for traffic lights at the Horseman’s Green junction during the current road works. 

Highway Matters: -  
The latest speed data has been circulated and it shows that there has been no improvement in the percentage of vehicles exceeding the speed limit, if anything, it is slightly worse. It was RESOLVED that the data be shared over local social media pages to bring greater awareness to the wider public 
- proposed by Cllr J Jones and seconded by Chairman J Smith  
A local resident has recorded 29 incidents of vehicle accidents on the Cumbers Bank bends. After some discussion, it was agreed that the combination of two events may lead to these incidents - vehicles are cutting over the white lines on the bends as evidenced from tyre tracks during the recent snowfall and an uneven surface either due to the white lines or cracks in the middle of the carriageway causing vehicles to take avoiding action. Cllr Dr Redman is to present his theory and the Clerk is to forward this to Ward Cllr J Newton.

Hanmer Surgery:- It was reported that there has been another pared down submission to NHS Cardiff, and the Schedule of Accommodation has been put on hold.  
Emails to the new local MP Andrew Ranger have not been answered or acknowledged. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk should write to him to express concern and invite him to visit the Surgery to see conditions for himself - proposed by Chairman J Smith and seconded by Cllr Dr K Redman. There was discussion over where Section 106 money is spent - Money from developers to invest in the community- and whether this could be spent in helping fund a community space. It was RESOLVED that Cllr Dr K Redman contact Ward Cllr J Newton and appraise him of the cost of restoring community facilities in the proposed new surgery build.

Police Matters:- PCSO Dean Sawyer has previously circulated the crime figures. PCSO D Sawyer has now been replaced by PCSO Lisa-Marie Davies who was unable to attend the meeting due to shift patterns. Chairman J Smith is trying to set up a meeting with the new PCSO and the new Rural NPT, Emma Watts. 

Hanmer War Memorial:- Due to the listed status of the War Memorial, a specialist stonemason is required to assess the restoration/repair and then the Listed Assets department at WCBC will give advice once the assessment has been received. The Community Council is awaiting the availability of the stonemason.   
 
Community Defibrillators:- It was discussed and agreed that the cost of consumables for the defibrillators at Horseman’s Green and Hanmer should come under the care of the Community Council, with the existing arrangements for inspection etc. being unchanged. 
 
5. ACCOUNTS

St Chad’s School Defibrillator replacement pads - £198 
Current Account balance as at 11/10/24 - £14451.49

It was RESOLVED that the costs for the 3 local defibrillators would be met by the Community Council - proposed by Chairman J Smith and seconded by Cllr S Colquhoun. The Clerk is to write and request that invoices are made out to the Community Council so that VAT can be claimed. 
 
6. ESTIMATES AND PRECEPT 2025/2026 
The forecast was previously circulated and initial discussions took place with a decision to be made at the January meeting. 
 
7. CORRESPONDENCE 
Wales Air Ambulance Appeal - It was RESOLVED to donate £200 - proposed by Cllr S Colquhoun and seconded by Chairman J Smith
