MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HANMER COMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON

1. APOLOGIES
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllrs Dr K Redman, S Wyn-Jones, Vice Chariman E Hanmer

2. MINUTES
The minutes of the previous meeting of 21st January 2025 having been previously circulated were confirmed as a correct record and were signed by Chairman J Smith.

3 .OPEN FORUM
Speeding issues were raised, PCSO Davies confirmed that the Police are aware of the issues as they are copied in on the Speed sign data, the Clerk is to obtain the contact details for GoSafe and email the speed sign data to them.
Concern was raised over potential vermin issues now that the Hanmer Arms is empty as rubbish has been allowed to collect, it was agreed that the concerns be reported to Ward Councillor J Newton

4. MATTERS ARISING
Ward Councillor Update 
Ward Councillor Jeremy Newton was unable to attend. Chairman J Smith has had a meeting and was able to report that work on the ditch and culvert at the A525/Horsemans Green junction is to be started soon. The gully cleaner has been around Brook Lane in order to help with drainage. It was discussed that Ward Councillor J Newton is doing an excellent job getting round the many and varied Highway issues.
Police Matters:- PCSO Davies reported that there had been no incidents in the area. Further to the request for topics for the Rural team to concentrate on, the issues of speeding and inconsiderate parking were put forward.
Highway Matters: - No other highway matters were discussed.
Hanmer Surgery:- There is due to be another submission on the 20th March. If required depending on the outcome, the Community Council will send a letter of support for the plans to Ken Skates MS for Clwyd South. The Community Council has previously contacted Andrew Ranger MP for Wrexham, but has had no reply either to email or letter.
Hanmer War Memorial Update:- The Clerk has contacted a professional stonemason to assess the War Memorial. The cost of the report is £246 plus vat. It was proposed by Chariman J Smith and seconded by Cllr B Weeks and unanimously agreed that the assessment should go ahead.

Two recommendations were that One Voice Wales Model Standing Orders be adopted and Fixed Asset Figures be clearly restated on the submission, it was agreed that the recommendations be implemented with the Clerk to distribute the Model Standing Orders for Councillors to review, and to contact the internal auditor for best practice
Street Lighting Service Level Maintenance Agreement – it was proposed by Chairman J Smith and seconded by Cllr J Jones and agreed unanimously that the agreement be continued for 2025/2026
