MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HANMER COMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON
TUESDAY 15th JULY 2025  AT 7.30PM AT GLENDOWER PLACE

PRESENT:-

1. APOLOGIES
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllrs Dr K Redman, B Weeks, Dr K Redman

2. MINUTES
The minutes of the previous meeting of 13th May 2025 having been previously circulated were confirmed as a correct record and were signed by Chairman J Smith

3 .OPEN FORUM
Due to the recent heatwave, the Mere has been particularly busy, concerns were raised from residents of Glendower over inconsiderate parking blocking residents access to Glendower Place and potentially blocking access for emergency vehicles  The Clerk is to seek guidance on solutions to include double yellow lines, clear signage indicating residents and emergency vehicle access only. 
The amount of rubbish left behind was also a concern, Vice Chairman E Hanmer removed much of it and the rest was taken away by WCBC on Monday – with thanks to Vice Chairman E Hanmer. Whilst this was flagged as a concern, it is not a regular occurrence. The Community Council will monitor the situation.
The Hanmer Arms is now up and running with new Management, but it was still a concern that customers were drinking on the street outside the front door causing noise and anti-social behaviour to the nearby residents. The Clerk is to pass on the concerns to the owners and management, possible solutions put forward is that the benches be removed from outside the front and that the beer garden is made more welcoming for customers.

4. MATTERS ARISING
Ward Councillor Update 
Ward Councillor J Newton was unable to attend, but advised that a new pothole repairing machine was due to be trialled in our area from the end of July

The Community Council once more thanked Ward Councillor J Newton for all his efforts on behalf of the Community

Highway Matters: - 
Speeding data shows that there is no discernible change to the speed figures, this, combined with speeding down Striga Lane was of concern, the Clerk to ask advice from WCBC regarding any further options to calm traffic through the village.
Residents from Sands Cottage have expressed concerns over the state of the road outside their property, with loose gully covers and uneven road surface causing noise nuisance. A representative from WCBC is due to meet to assess the problems.
Closure to the A525 from Horsemans Green to Croxton was discussed. A time frame of 3 months has been set aside for the closure between August and November, but realistically this may only take 1 month to complete. If anyone encounters any problems during the closure, WCBC are willing to act on any issues identified
The signage at Cumbers Bank has been delayed due to problems with the suppliers, and the process restarted, but the money is still available and earmarked

Hanmer War Memorial – Recommendations for cleaning and re-pointing the War Memorial were discussed and it was Resolved that this would go ahead. Costs for the work are £2000 plus VAT. Proposed by Chairman J Smith and seconded by Vice Chairman E Hanmer

Hanmer Surgery – No update this meeting
