1. APOLOGIES
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr B Weeks

2. MINUTES
The minutes of the previous meeting of 15th July 2025 having been previously circulated were confirmed as a correct record and were signed by Chairman J Smith

3 .OPEN FORUM
Speeding is still an issue. The Clerk is to contact the local PCSO to check what measures are being taken. The GoSafe van has not been seen for a while so the Clerk is to check when the area is likely to be covered.
Representatives from the Hanmer Arms were present and offered to contribute to the Community is some way. The Clerk/Chairman is to liaise with them as to the best way to do this. It was advised that an appeal has been lodged regarding the opening hours for the Hanmer Arms Caravan Site. The Clerk is to ask for details from WCBC planning. It was also advised that a touring caravan is to remain on site over the shutdown period for security reasons.

4. MATTERS ARISING
Ward Councillor Update 
Ward Councillor J Newton was unable to attend, but emailed the latest update.
He has set up a meeting with Wrexham’s Road Safety Officer.
If any gullies require emptying, send him the details.
He is awaiting the outcome of a grant application for road resurfacing.
The Community Council once more thanked Ward Councillor J Newton for all his efforts on behalf of the Community.
Highway Matters: - 
Speed data shows that there is no discernible change to the speed figures.
The A525 closure is still causing problems – the diversions are causing major problems around the lanes. The Community Council is to ask for more signage to deter traffic using the lanes and direct towards the official diversion route.
Low overhanging tree branches are causing concern with farm vehicles catching them and potentially damaging them. The Clerk is to contact WCBC and ask them to assess the situation.
Hanmer War Memorial – WCBC have approved the work suggested in the report and this can now be confirmed with the provider. A second quote was unable to be obtained so the job will now be given over to the Natural Building Company.
Hanmer Surgery – A public meeting is to be set up to discuss the future of Penley Hospital. As the future of the hospital is closely linked to Hanmer Surgery, it was felt that this would be very important to be advertised when the date is known to get as many people from the local community to have the opportunity to air their views.

Police Matters:- PCSO Lisa Davies was unable to attend and has previously circulated the figures. Again, some crimes have not been included in the report, the Clerk to ask that the Community Council be advised on the more serious crimes in the area
