**** EXTREMELY IMPORTANT – Please remember that the district will open the portal July 21 and will close it on August 19th.   You must have a valid physical that does not expire until after the August 19th  start date in order to recertify.  Additionally, anyone with special medical conditions that require administration of medication such as asthma or bee sting allergies will need to submit an ATTESTATION form (from your doctor) along with their physical and recertification in order to be cleared to play.  Failure to get a physical and recertify will cause practices to be miss and therefore playing time will be reduced.

Do not wait until the last minute as complications in paperwork can lead to your student-athlete being ineligible.
