Purpose:  To Outline the BCHMT Liaison Officer Job Duties 

Reports to: Incident Commander
Supervises: Unified Command and groups within the BCHMT response group

Guideline: 
The BCHMT Liaison Officer:

· Act as a point of contact for agency representatives.  
· Maintain a list of assisting and cooperating agencies and agency representatives. 
· Assist in setting up and coordinating interagency contacts. 
· Monitor incident operations to identify current or potential interorganizational problems. 
· Participate in planning meetings, providing current resource status, including limitations and capabilities of agency resources. 
· Arranges for resources and needed services to support the incident objectives
· Assist in setting up a unified command post with incident command, Hazmat Group Supervisor, and the facility or generator of Hazmat response. 
· Works directly with incident command to ensure communication between responding fire agencies, Hazmat team, and the facility emergency response team and/or facilities workers.
· Incorporates the BCHMT lead position with appropriate fire and facility team members
· Decontamination
· Research
· Entry
· Group supervisor
· Site access
· Safety officer
· The overall goal of the Liaison Officer is to enhance communication and face to face interaction with outside parties and first responding fire crews.
