We will focus on High Frequency vocabulary relevant to daily life.
Students will also engage in comprehension practice through group dialogue and interaction.
Grammar will be taught in contextualized conversation and not in an isolated, explicit way.
As the majority of our practice with speaking Spanish will happen in the classroom, students
are expected to participate actively every day and have homework assignments completed.
