Pastor’s Corner 
Christian Objectives 

I. Develop a Close Personal Relationship with God. 

A. Strive to Obey His Word. 

B. Develop God-Like Characteristics. 

Notice what the Bible says about this: 

 

Prov. 3:3-4 - Let not mercy and truth forsake thee ... 

Mk. 12:31 - ..., Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. 

There is none other commandment greater than these. 

Prov. 2:1-6 - My son, if thou wilt receive my words, and 

hide my commandments with thee; 2 So that thou 

incline thine ear unto wisdom, and apply thine heart to 

understanding; 3 Yea, if thou criest after knowledge, 

and liftest up thy voice for understanding; 4 If thou 

seekest her as silver, and searchest for her as for hid 

treasures; 5 Then shalt thou understand the fear of the 

LORD, and find the knowledge of God. 6 For the LORD 

giveth wisdom: out of his mouth cometh knowledge 

and understanding. 

Prov. 4:5-9 - Get wisdom, get understanding: forget it not; 

neither decline from the words of my mouth. 6 Forsake 

her not, and she shall preserve thee: love her, and she 

shall keep thee. 7 Wisdom is the principal thing; there-

fore get wisdom: and with all thy getting get under-

standing. 8 Exalt her, and she shall promote thee: she 

shall bring thee to honour, when thou dost embrace 

her. 9 She shall give to thine head an ornament of 

grace: a crown of glory shall she deliver to thee. 

 

    Developing God-Like Characteristics will lead to one 

being merciful, truthful, wiser, knowledgeable, honored, 

and graceful. I believe we could all use a little more of 

these promises that come from being in God’s Word and 

Developing God-Like Characteristics. Remember: IT’S AN 

ONGOING PROCESS! It doesn’t happen overnight. Any 

relationship takes time to develop, and time spent with 

our Savior will help us adapt characteristics that are found 

in Him.
