Committee Reports:
Adjutant: In lieu of reading the minutes, they are posted on our website. A motion was made by Ashley Lambert to accept minutes as posted. Motion was seconded by Kaytlyn Satterwhite, [image: Diagram

Finance Officer: The finance report was read. Kyle Satterwhite made a motion to accept the Finance Officers’ report subject to audit. Ashley Lambert seconded the motion. No discussion was had. Motion passed.
Ast. Director: Last month's totals: 10,063.3 miles, 1474.5 hours, $750 donations.  YTD: 38818.1 miles, 4,383.61 hours, $2750 donations. The Poker Run is coming up in September, we still have five places that we need people to sign up to be chip hosts at. Please see me after the meeting if you are interested. 
Chaplin: If you are aware of anyone who is sick or in the hospital that would like me to come and visit, please let me know, right now I am not aware of anyone. If you are interested in having your bike blessed, please get with me after the meeting. 
Sgt at Arms: We have 32 members and 1 guest present today, and $67 dollars in the Rider Down Fund.
Road Captain: 129 invited us to lunch in Palm Valley at bar & grill fish camp today for anyone interested in riding down. 129 also asks that we be at their post at 1:29 for a plaque presentation. We also have Karen and Jim's daughter's baby shower today after the meeting. They are asking for some help after the meeting with setting up a tent outside.
Safety Captain: Please be mindful of the weather before a ride, take note of any weather changes throughout the day so that you don't get caught out in the rain. Be careful. 
Membership: We have 3 people who have renewed. We currently have 134 members, 47 lifetime.
Kitchen Coordinator: On July 18th we served steak in a sack with fries: we brought in $616; it cost $244 to prepare the meal with proceeds of $372 with ten volunteers. On July 22nd we had taco Tuesday: we brought in $358; it cost $143 to prepare the meal with proceeds of $215 with ten volunteers. Our August meals will be chicken tenders with fries, pork loin chops with rice and green beans, and taco Tuesday. If anyone can bring any desserts it would be appreciated.

Historian: On July 2nd we went to 197s bike night, we all had a lot of fun. Our bike night was on the 8th at Choppers. After the meeting on the 12th, we went out and passed out flyers to local businesses. We had our meals during the month. We went to post 9s bike night on the 25th, and the same night some of our riders went out and retrieved our plaque from 83. 
Event Coordinator: We currently have five vendors for the Poker Run, we still need auction items, and items for baskets.

Old business: We had a thank you letter from the Cancer Society for a donation that was made last year. On July 16th someone made an anonymous donation to the post and that donation paid for our new pull tab machine. 
New business: 
This last month we only rode 10,000 miles, we need to step it up if we are going to come close to breaking 200,000 this year. Please report everything you do for the post, it all counts towards your miles and hours. 
We need volunteers for our dinners that we have every month. We need everyone to come out and volunteer for our events, we see the same people every time and we need everyone to do their part.
Bike night: We have tried a few different places lately, we tried La Catarina and it didn't work out. Choppers is not really cooperating with us in the fact that we bring business and they do not split the profit with us, and it is outside and it's hot. So we are wanting to bring the bike night back to the post, on the last Monday of the month we will have it here in the meeting hall. We need to set up a committee for our bike night.
Post 9 brought up an idea of having a revolving bike night, a bike night at a different post each month for all the chapters. The only problem is that there are 14 posts in district 5, so we would get less than one bike night a year at our post. I suggest we don't do this, but I wanted your opinion on the matter. A motion was made that we vote against the revolving bike night, motion was passed with all in attendance voting to keep the bike night individual for each post. 
Today 129 is having a Boots on the Ground plaque presentation, we will be receiving a plaque from them. If anyone else wants to be present it is at post 129 at 1:29 PM.
On August 13th, there is a concert and bike fest at the old ship yard. Celebrating military veterans and first responders. It is where they have the Orlik tied up. It starts at 5: 30 pm -10 pm and it is 18+ only.
September 20th is when they are holding the POW/MIA 7 bridges ride, you can go online and register. They only allow 250 bikes, so register early. KSU at 1030 out of the Harley Davidson on Baymeadows.

We received permission to raffle off a firearm from the post commander. If we sell the tickets at 10$ we would need to sell a minimum of 250 to raise $2500. A vote was put to the meeting that we use Patriot Arms, all voted in favor of using Patriot Arms. A vote was put to the meeting that we raffle a 9mm Hellcat pistol, all voted in favor of the Hellcat. Tickets will be sold at $10 apiece. 
The camping trip in October will be held at Hannah Park on the 11th-12th weekend. We have a gazebo already reserved for us. Hannah Park is an alcohol-free park, you are only allowed to have alcohol at your camp site.
