            Councilwoman Collins inquired about the two Timpson signs and Mayor Smith 

            Commented they were currently being re-surfaced.

A. Public Works Report:  All orders have been complete for the month of March. 
B. Police Department:  Chief Graham reported 38 agency assists, 
                     4 motorist assists, 9 animal complaints, 12 disturbances, 4 suspicious vehicle,
4 reckless driver, 1 burglary of habitation, 4 warrants served, 11 extra patrol, 1 theft of service, 1 sexual assault of a child, 1 child death investigation, 3 escorts, 3 crash investigations, 9 criminal investigation and 7 court appearances.  For the month of March there were 111 total calls for service and 4 total arrests.
Chief Graham will be attending Texas Police Chief Leadership class June 10-14,

with funds coming from the PD account.  Police vehicle has been ordered.
