B. Police Department:  Chief Graham reported 34 agency assists, 
                     9 motorist assists, 2 animal cruelty, 15 disturbances, 4 suspicious person,
                     5 reckless driver, 1 burglary of vehicle, 11 criminal trespass, 5 alarm calls,
1 robbery, 2 credit card abuse, 1 illegal dumping, 7 warrants served, 1 burglary of habitation, 8 animal complaints, 3 criminal mischief, 1 missing person, 1 failure to identify, 2 loose livestock, 6 extra patrol, 1 escort, and 5 court appearances.   For the month of February 2019 there were 120 total calls for service and 4 total arrests.
