A. Public Works Report:  All orders have been complete for the month of May,

B. Police Department:  Chief Graham reported 42 agency assists, 
                     11 motorist assists, 7 animal complaints, 9 disturbances, 5 suspicious vehicle,
1 reckless driver, 5 extra patrol, 1 warrant served, 3 escorts, 2 crash investigations, 5 investigations, 4 court appearances, 1 sexual asault of a child, 1 aggravated asault w/ deadly weapon, 1 theft, 1 DWI, 1 endangering a child, 4 alarm calls, 2 suspicious persons, 1 criminal mischief, 1 unauthorized use of vehicle, 3 welfare checks, 3 recovery of property.  For the month of April there were 114 total calls for service and 5 total arrests.

A.   Canvass of May 4, 2019 General Election.  Mayor Smith read the results for the
Purpose of electing three council members and provided the council with the 

Final canvass report and the total votes.  Tiffany Collins received 86 votes,
Charleston Johnson received 73 votes, and Kyle Allen received 56 votes, Ryan McDonald received 42 votes and Willie Woods received 29 votes.  Mayor Smith declared Tiffany Collins, Charleston Johnson, and Kyle Allen the winners of the three council seats.  A total of 286 citizens voted in the 2019 General Election.

  The elected members were sworn in by Municipal Judge Marilyn Corder.

E.  Elect Mayor Pro-Tem to perform the mayor’s duties during the mayor’s incapcity

  or absence.  The mayor pro-tem is selected by majority vote of the council from

  among it’s own membership.  The mayor pro-tem’s term is for one year.  The mayor

  pro-tem retains the right to vote on all matters before the council (and not just to

  break a tie) while performing the duties of the mayor (Local Government Code

  Section 22.037 and 23.027).

  Council Member Collins made a motion to nominate Kyle Allen as Mayor Pro-Tem.
