     4.    Council Items:  Reports by the members of the City Council on matters not on the

      agenda will be made at this time.  A total, not to exceed 10 minutes will be devoted 

      to these reports.  
              Council Member Collins stated Lorenzo Young asked about re-doing the basketball court 
            MLK Park and installing some benches.  Also pick up discussions about putting 

            Restrooms outside for SoSo Park.  Mayor Smith has acknowledged this need and it is 

            very expensive to build and have approved by the ADA.  Most towns that have these 
            parks also have a Parks Department to manage and deal with the day-to-day issues.  The 

            Mayor asked Collins to let Mr. Young know if he would like to come talk and possibly 

            help develop a committee, they can meet and get it started, but the Parks and Wildlife 

            Grant opportunity would not be possible this year due to the application deadline being 

            August 1st.

     5.    Presentations & Recognitions/ Chamber of Commerce notices:  Constable Tipton
            Introduced Billy Lusk, the reserve constable, and thanked the Council for supporting him
            and purchasing his vest.  He appreciates them for all they do because he has to depend on

            them for some stuff due to his limited budget..  Paul Smith spoke about Frontier Days and
            it’s success.  The carnival company has agreed to participating again next year, but asked
            that the community try to build up for better attendance.  The cake auction raised $17,000
            which is an all-time record for the event.  Mr. Smith also mentioned the annual (pro) disc

            golf tournament will be held the first weekend in December.  Mayor Smith discussed last
            week’s Shelby County Appraisal Districts meeting that adopted the budget for 2022/2023
            and asked City Secretary to create a folder for all the information, to keep at City Hall.

     7.   Department/Committee Reports:

A. Public Works Report:  Larry Burns, Timpson St. project &  3rd St. culvert updates.
Larry stated Timpson St to Hwy 87 should be finished paving tonight and will be 

starting back on Holly St.  Thursday’s storm severely damaged the electrics at the 
sewer plant and we have to replace all the wiring, inground boxes, and starter.  Will 

need to file an insurance claim with TML.  The new equipment will have lightening arrestors to prevent this from happening again.  He contacted TCEQ about the situation and they just asked to be kept updated on the process of repairs.  Council
Member Alexander inquired about the water that discharges from the tank behind City

Hall and why it does it so often and Larry said because the media needs to be replaced, but it’s quite expensive.  It needs to be changed every 5 years and it’s been 7 years, so Mayor Smith commented that needs to be replaced very soon and they need to discuss with GLS engineers that process.
