     4.    Council Items:  Reports by the members of the City Council on matters not on the

      agenda will be made at this time.  A total, not to exceed 10 minutes will be devoted 

      to these reports.  
              Mayor Pro Tem addressed the need for speed bumps or a way to slow people driving
            Down Timpson St.  Mayor Smith acknowledged the issue and has spoken with the 

            Constable about it, and the City will be posting speed limit signs.  Council Member 

            Alexander mentioned the need for headers on Timpson St and Mayor Smith asked Larry

            Burns to get quotes.
     5.    Presentations & Recognitions/ Chamber of Commerce notices:  None
     6.    Citizens Input: This time is provided for members of the public to address the City

      Council on items that appear within the Consent and Action Items or a matter not

      listed on the agenda.  Each speaker is limited to 3 minutes.  A Citizens Input Form

      may be filled out and filed with the City Secretary prior to the meeting.  
      Ms. Jennifer Bussey spoke about how horrible her road is, displaying pictures.  She  

      asked the Council when are they going to do something about it.  Mayor Smith explained 
      there had been multiple meetings discussing which roads needed to be paved the most 

      and with the buses traveling the gravel road on Holly St to/from the bus barn, and

      Timpson St. still being a gravel road, those streets were chosen.

      Mr. Christopher Johnson spoke about the loud music from his neighbors and the  

      confrontations that have arose from the issue.  The sheriffs dept has been called out three 
      times and it hasn’t solved anything.  Mayor Smith asked that both he and Ms. Bussey 
      schedule an appointment with her to discuss further and work on a solution.  Smith 

      acknowledged that several Ordinances need to be updated and agreed an updated noise

      ordinance needs to be in place.
     7.   Department/Committee Reports:

A. Public Works Report:  
Larry Burns reported that Timpson St is finished with the pavement except the entrance off of one street and a few other odd & ends with culverts.  The trees are trimmed and all stop signs are put up for the school buses.  Holly Street paving is complete as well.
B. City Secretary:  Update on the CDBG, DRP & FAST Grants; ARP second installment. Insurance claim submitted for the lightening damage at the wastewater
plant and the city is being reimbursed $43,330 less the $5,000 deductible. Due to the

new time schedule at the school, we are ordering replacement signs for McLaughlin St. and also speed limit signs for Holly & Timpson St.

            Council Member Alexander made a motion to adopt the 2022-2023 Proposed budget for 
            W/S, Electric, General and TVFD departments and Mayor Pro Tem seconded.  All were 

            in favor, motion passed.

            RATE will be adopted at the September 20th Council Meeting.

            FAST Grant and Council Member Walker seconded.  All were in favor, motion passed.

           Audit quote from Texas Hydrant Services for 2022-2023 in the amount of $6,070.50.

           Council Member Walker made a motion to approve the Annual Fire Hydrant Audit
           quote and Council Member Collins seconded.  All were in favor, motion passed.

    16.  Discuss and take action:  Discuss and consider approval to purchase a truck with funds

           from the Electric Dept, up to $40,000 or put down a deposit until Council can approve.

           Council Member Alexander made a motion to approve the purchase or down payment
           of a truck with funds from the Electric Dept and Council Member Walker seconded.  All 

           were in favor, motion passed.
