Larry informed the Council that the asphalt on Holly St is starting to crack on the edges and he has brought it to the engineers attention.  They are coming tomorrow to look at the issue.  Timpson St paving has had a delay due to the asphalt supplier’s machines breaking down.
B. City Secretary:  The 2nd ARP installment has been received in the amount of $140,772.29 and deposited into the American Rescue Program account.

      DRP (Downtown): Plans and specifications are due second week of January 2023.
