     4.    Council Items:  Reports by the members of the City Council on matters not on the

      agenda will be made at this time.  A total, not to exceed 10 minutes will be devoted 

      to these reports.  
            Council Member Collins asked about abandoned property re-sale of property. Mayor
            Smith advised she contact the County.  Council Member Alexander asked Larry Burns

            about the Timpson St. barrier and he said he got a bid, but it’s really high, over $50,000.
            Mayor Pro Tem Johnson said he’s gotten a lot of complaints about the high electric bill 

            This month and he said it was because of colder weather which meant more usage by the 

            residents.
     5.   Presentations & Recognitions/ Chamber of Commerce notices:  
            Paul Smith announced Frontier Days 2023 will be June 30 – July 2 and would keep the
            Council posted if the Chamber had any updates and asked if the City could keep them

            informed of DRP project happenings that may interfere with the event.
     6.    Citizens Input: This time is provided for members of the public to address the City

      Council on items that appear within the Consent and Action Items or a matter not

      listed on the agenda.  Each speaker is limited to 3 minutes.  A Citizens Input Form

      may be filled out and filed with the City Secretary prior to the meeting.  
            Sandra Clark asked the Council why the city spent almost $200,000 last year on roads but
            don’t have enough money for a police department.  She also inquired about putting a lien

            against a property that doesn’t abide by city ordinance and the Mayor stated the City

            couldn’t do it, only the County has that ability.  Ms. Clark then asked why is the City

            spending so much money on the roads and they are still “crappy” and is this how they are

            always going to be, forever?

Sheri Strahan told the Council of a dog bite incident with her at the grocery store and 

            how it was traumatizing to her and it could have happened to anyone.  The Mayor 

            recognized the animal situation is a problem, but there is nothing us as a community can

            do about it except attend the County Commissioners meeting requesting something be

            done as a County to control the nuisance of stray dogs.  It is at the County level, not City.

      9.   Discuss and take action:  Discuss and consider renewing the city lawncare contract with

            Lawn Commanders, at the rate of $1,875/mo.  The current contract with Lawn 

            Commander is up in April and he is willing to sign another 2-year contract at $1,875/mo.

            This cost is split between the Chamber ($100), EDC ($500) and General  ($1,275). 

            Council Member Collins made a motion to renew the city lawncare contract with Lawn 

            Commanders at the rate of $1,875.  Council Member Alexander seconded, all were in

            favor, motion passed.  Collins also asked if Lilly Sanitation could pick up from MLK

            dumpster two times a week instead of just once.  Mayor requested City Secretary to ask

            Lilly if it would be possible and how much would it cost.
    10.   Discuss and take action:  Discuss and consider approval for the TVFD to purchase 5 

            radio's from Nalcom in the amount of $9,409, from the City’s FD allocated budget.

            Mayor Pro Tem Johnson made a motion to approve the TVFD to purchase 5 radio’s from
            Nalcom in the amount of $9409.  Council Member Collins seconded, all were in favor,

            motion passed.
    11.   Discuss and take action:  Discuss and consider approval for the TVFD to replace tires

on Truck 3 and Truck 4 with the funds coming from the City’s FD allocated budget.
            No vote needed, this cost was within the Mayor’s approval authority and the request was
            granted by the Mayor prior to this meeting.
    12.   Discuss and take action:  Discuss and consider approval for the TVFD to purchase 

            PPE, boots, gloves, SCBA tanks and fire hose from Dalmatian Fire and Casco up to

            $11,250 from TVFD Savings account.

            Mayor Pro Tem Johnson made a motion to approve the TVFD to purchase PPE in the

            amount of $11,250.  Council Member Alexander seconded, all were in favor, motion 

            passed.
    13.   Discuss and take action:  Discuss and consider approval for TVFD to attend training in 

            Livingston, funds coming from fire dept (reimbursed by Texas Forest Service), and

            funds for hotel accommodations for one night, if needed, coming from the city budget. 
            Council Member Collins made a motion to approve the TVFD to attend training in 
            Livingston, with funds coming from fire dept and funds for hotel coming from the city 
            budget.  Mayor Pro Tem Johnson seconded, all were in favor, motion passed.
    14.   Discuss and take action:  Discuss and consider entering an agreement with Schneider 

            Engineering to over-see the city’s Public Utility Commission’s annual requirements for

            the ERCOT/NERC reports and deadlines.  

           Council Member Alexander made a motion to approve the agreement with the

           contingency the City can cancel the agreement without penalty, and this to be noted in the 

           agreement.  Council Member Alexander seconded, all were in favor, motion passed.
    15.  Discuss and take action:  Discuss and consider approval of the Inter local Agreement 

           between TISD and the City of  Timpson to hold a General/Special Election May 6, 2023.    
              Council Member Alexander made a motion to approve the Inter local Agreement with
           TISD.  Mayor Pro Tem Johnson seconded, all were in favor, motion passed.
    16.  Discuss and take action.  Discuss and consider approval of a $2,000 donation to the

            County Commissioners Precinct 5, to put towards a new vehicle for community-wide

            officer.

            Council Member Collins made a motion to approve a $2,000 donation to the County

            Commissioner’s Precinct 5 for a vehicle.  Mayor Pro Tem Johnson seconded, all were in

            favor, motion passed.

            Johnson seconded, all were in favor, motion passed.
