5.   Timpson Chamber of Commerce:  Update by Paul Smith on Timpson Frontier Days 

      2025 – Chamber Pres. Paul Smith addressed the council and asked to hold Frontier’s Day 
      2025 downtown with the dates July 10- July 13 explaining these are the only dates the 
      carnival could come. The carnival asked for more space and the car show will be moved 

      closer to the Fire Hall. Paul Smith also addressed the council regarding the town adopting   

      a HOT TAX (5% hotel tax) Ordinance. This will be discussed on at a later meeting and  

      voted on.

              secure electricians to complete the electrical portion of the Municipal Utility Bldg under 

              construction. The amount was listed in his original bid at $8500.00 BUT WAS NOT 

              part of his construction bid.  Council voted to get more bids and IF bids for this project 

              and allow the mayor to select or bring item back to council depending on results. CM 

              Tuffy Green made the motion, MPT Charleston Johnson seconded, motion carried w/ all 

              in favor.  Suggestion on providers: White Electric, JLC Electric, Lone Star Global
       10.  Discuss and take action:  Consider approval to pay T-5 Construction an installment on 

              the debris portion of the Storm Cleanup. FEMA has not paid at this time. Total Inv: 

              $115,539.56 of which 25% has been paid leaving a balance of $86,654.69. 
              This full amount has been submitted to FEMA and TDEM to be paid at 100%. After a 

              short discussion regarding the status of FEMA funds and the grant portal process, 

              council voted as follows: CM Tuffy Green voted to pay an installment payment to T5 

              Construction equal to 25% this was seconded by CW Penny Ramsey and All members 
              were in favor. Motion Carried
     11.  Discuss and take action: Consider hiring David Chandler to cut down and remove 

             resulting debris for 4 large trees in the city ROW on Austin Str. Trees are large and 

             present a danger due to limbs breaking and falling.  (Bid in Packet) Council voted after 

             Larry Burns discussed the location and size of the trees in question; CM Tuffy Green 

             made the motion, seconded by CW Penny Ramsey; motion carried all in favor.
