3. There is a travel trailer parked along Side Hill Road.  An occupied travel trailer must be moved within 30 days.
4. Penn Dot will be working on the railroad crossing in Falls Creek along Rt 830 next week.  All traffic except EMS will be detoured for approx. two days.
5. Superior Energy Resources has bonded County Line Road.
