1. Two permits were issued in August for the following, G. Zatsick, garage, A. Mast, barn.
2. An update was given to the Board on the insurance claim by a fall victim on Township property. A settlement has been reached and the claim is closed.
3. Omega Logging has bonded Moore Road.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT
Solicitor, Greg Kruk, reported updates with the DuCom Franchise Agreement Renewal.
The term will be 5 years and if the contract ends, DuCom will be responsible for equipment.  A final draft will be sent to the Board for review.

A letter has been drafted to the Allens Mills/Buchanan Road property owner.  It is awaiting a signature from the Zoning Officer.

Solicitor, Greg Kruk, spoke with a claims representative regarding signage at the recycling bins.  He is requesting pictures of the site.  He also reported that the impact of a claim usually increases the yearly premium by 12%.

NEW BUSINESS  
Minimum Municipal Obligation Worksheet for 2026 was presented for the pension plan.

On a MOTION by John Lougee, a SECOND by Robert Hrin, all the board voting in favor, the damage to a motorist’s windshield by the boom mower will not be paid by the Township. 

On a MOTION by Timothy Potts, a SECOND by John Lougee, all the board voting in favor, Resolution 2025-04, finding the Special Study between DuBois City and Sandy Township, conforms to the applicable zoning, subdivision, and other ordinances and plans, and to a comprehensive program of pollution control and water quality management, was approved.

OLD BUSINESS   
 On a MOTION by Robert Hetrick, a SECOND by John Lougee, all the board voting in favor, a 30-day notice will be sent to the Jefferson County Solid Waste Authority to cancel the Site Sponsor Agreement and have the recycling dumpsters removed from township property. 




ROAD REPORT
Roadmaster, Dan Whaling, reported the paving repair to Beechwoods Road has not been completed yet.  The State Police reported the charges have been dropped pertaining to the incident.  He will call Hawbaker’s to get a repair date scheduled.

On a MOTION by John Lougee, a SECOND by Robert Hrin, all the board voting in favor, the Township will advertise for a part-time road crew employee.  A CDL license is preferred.
