candidate symbolically ascends the 

Winding Stair to reach the Middle 

Chamber. This allegory draws on the 

biblical account of King Solomon’s 

Temple, referencing passages that 

describe its intricate architecture (1 

Kings 6:8). Freemasonry, however, 

uses the Winding Stair as a vehicle to 

impart lessons in virtue, knowledge, 

and personal improvement (Mackey, 

1921). Along this metaphorical 

ascent, three sets of steps— 3, 5, and 

7—serve as the framework for moral 

and intellectual instruction.
