DO any of the following activities to keep kids engaged for the remainder of small group.
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Pocket Die: PLAY the “Get Their Attention” Game again.

o Option: Have kids tell you what they would take with them if they were traveling to
the Traveling Picture shown

Play STOP and GO: Lead kids in playing a game similar to “Red Light, Green Light”. USE
the Colored Sample Plate to SHOW kids when to stop and go.

o Option: Have kids STOP when you say an action or statement that is NOT a way to
BE KIND. When you say an action/statement that IS a way to BE KIND, allow them to
GO and dance/shake/get wiggles out.

Rhyme Time: TEACH kids the following rhyme to help them remember different ways
they can BE KIND. SAY each line and have kids REPEAT after you.

(Like “One, Two, Buckle My Shoe”)

One, two. I’ll smile at you! (Buckle my shoe)
Three, four. I’ll sweep the floor. (Shut the door)
Five, six. I’ll share my sticks. (Pick up sticks)
Seven, eight. I’ll clean my plate. (Lay them straight)
Nine, ten. I’ll BE KIND again! (Let’s do it again!)
