General Rules:

1. Entry feesshall be paidin full before Play Day starts

2. Therewillbe NOrefundsforclasses notcompetein, leavingearly orif you forget tack

3. Entryfeeis$15 forall three events, and $3 for time only’s. There will be no splitting payment if
youwant to run just one or two classes.

4, Westerntack, boots, or a heeled shoe must be used during competition. Exceptions willbe
made by the arenajudge and/orboard of directors.

5. No abusive orvulgarlanguage may be used.

6. Nodrinkingof any alcoholicbeveragesis allowed.

7. A membermustcompetein half the scheduled playdays (6), in a points earning class to receive
year-end awards.

8. Anarenajudge will be determined at each playday by volunteering orappointment by the board
of directors.

9. Norunningoutthe gate duringevents. Aride shall waitoutside and be letinthe arenato run
but the gate shall immediately be closed and kept closed until the rider comestoacomplete
stop.

10. No enteringorexitingthe arenaexceptduringarake, exception can be made by the appointed
arena judge. The exception of #9, if the ride cominginis the nextrunnerup.

11. Allyouthshall remainon horseback whileinthe arena, noyouth will be allowed to play on the
groundin the arenaat anytime. Pee Wee and Lead Line members exitingthe arenaon the
ground are to be escorted out of the arena by an adult.

12. Inthe eventadecision needsto be made regardingrunningindoors or outdoors, the board of
directorsandall membersin good standingthat are available whenthe decision needs to be
made will vote and the decision will stand.

13. Allmembersingoodstanding will receive 1 pointforeach eventinthe classtheyare nominated
in.

14. All participants/members will be responsible forclean-up of manure and garbage inthe vicinity
of theirvehicle. Saddle Club will charge a$25 to anyone whois negligentin cleaningup after
themselves.

15. No person will parkin the first row of the main parkinglot. Saddle Club with charge a $25 fee
for doingso.

16. Once the Play Day has began, there will be noled horsesinsidethe arena. Thisexcludes horses
that are beingridden orcompeted on.

17. Madras Saddle and Gaming Clubisopento all riders regardless of sex, race, religion, etc.

COMPETITION RULES

1. Therewill be noracing aroundthe arena priorto or duringthe Play Day exceptduring
competition

2. Barrels:

a. Anyone otherthan Lead Line Class breakingthe cloverleaf pattern will be disqualified.
Pee Wee, if off course, must go back and correct their pattern to receive an official time.
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b. Anyone otherthanPee Wee orLead Line Class passing through the eye before
completingtheirrun will be disqualified
Poles:
a. Anyone otherthanPee Wee orLead Line Class passing a horse lengthin front of the
next pole being worked will be disqualified
b. Anyone otherthanPee Wee orLead Line Class passingthroughthe eye before
completingtheirrun will be disqualified
3 Event— please seefile forlist of events and rules pertaining to those events.
Oncerideris called they will have 1 minute to be ready for theireventorthey will be
disqualified. This one minute period may be waived if deemed necessary by the appointed
arena judge forthe day.
Once theriderhas passedthrough the eye or passed the flagger, theirrun has been started and
riderwill notreceive are-runforany reason. Unless deemed necessary by the appointed arena
judge forthe day.
There will be no practicing during the set-up of the events.
A ridermay recovera tipped barrel or pole on horseback.
Riders mayride the same or different horse duringany event and may borrow horses from
others.
If the timerfails duringarun, the rider will be given the option of re-run.
There is no hitting the horse above the shoulders orabuse to the horse during the playday.
Any correcting/training where the rider crosses the electriceye/orflaggeristo be considered a
time only and the riderwill be charged for a time only.
Classes will be determined by age as of January 1°!
