Refurbishment

We are glad to say that the programme of refurbishment has now been completed.  This has included repainting the main hall and kitchen areas, installing double glazed windows, insulating (& repairing) parts of the exterior walls, changing the heating from bottled gas to electric, and enlarging the kitchen.
