Future Champions - Reserved for those riders just starting to ride independently and may need assistance - $25/day to qualify for awards or $15/day for time onlys

Open - Adults and Experienced riders. Riders will place in division based on event time - $30/day to qualify for awards or $15/day for time onlys

To qualify for end of year awards, riders must ride 10 out of 12 events on the same horse (Leadline can ride any horse)

Riders can pick any one day and ride for double points to make up for an absence. Double points must be signed up in advance.
